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Extract from the Headmaster’s address at Senior School Speech Day.

I’m conscious that this Speech Day is all 
that remains before these boys can enjoy 
a long summer holiday. So the pressure 
is always on for me to say something that 
might gather the attention of 1000 young 
men at the end of what has been another 
excellent year at Hale.

So, let’s talk about social media and 
smartphones! The School has indeed had 
a bit to say on this topic as from next year 
we are working with parents to delay the 
purchase of any smart piece of technology 
and the use of social media. As a result 
of the overwhelming positive parental 
feedback received, all boys in Year 7 (2025) 
and the entire Junior School won’t have 
access to social media or smart devices. 
In time we will consider how to grow this 
delay through the secondary school. 

The recent decision by the Federal 
Government to ban all social media 
for those under 16 on one level is not 
surprising. It would seem governments 
around the world are wondering about 
what it is that we have done to young 
people. But I admit this can sound alarmist  
as there is a lot to like about smart 
technology and social media. So, what 
really is going on here and, at the heart of 
it, why is it that Hale is adopting this new 
position?

Well, language is important and, our new 
position is about delaying not banning. 
We are in furious agreement that these 
young men must continue to embrace 
technology for all of the reasons we know. 

But we now know that the time spent on 
devices and therefore on social media is 
having an impact on the social, emotional 
and physical development of young 
people.

Research points to boys being relational 
learners. Relational means they will do 
almost anything for those teachers with 
whom they have the strongest relationship 
and, by extension, their mates as well. 
Young people and boys especially want to 
and need to be around people to be at their 
best. 

Many would have heard about Jonathan 
Haidt (an American social psychologist) 
or read his most recent book, The Anxious 
Generation. This quote from him explains 
very well the way that technology can 
block experiences: 

“The phone is an experience blocker. You 
spend less time in the presence of other 
people. You’re not with your friends. You’re 
sleeping less, you’re in nature less, you 
read fewer books, you don’t have time for 
anything else, you have less of almost 
everything.”

In a similar way it’s that social media, if 
introduced too early, has the unnecessary 
effect of supporting what some are saying 
is a loneliness epidemic. At its worst, 
we see the most connected generation 
of young people (online) as the most 
disconnected face to face. And in this 
way some young people feel lonely, 
disconnected or anxious. It’s just not 
how humans are designed – we all need 

human connection to thrive.

Let’s change tone and have a chuckle 
because when I have spoken to boys in 
the Senior School about this initiative there 
has been a highly enthusiastic response – 
Presumably because they have calculated 
that they are no longer in Year 7! It’s an 
understandable view because there is so 
much good connection that can come 
from smart technology and social media 
and hence Hale’s position around a delay 
rather than ban. No one wants these boys 
to grow up without the opportunities that 
sensible use of technology provides. 

But we also have a wider responsibility to 
understand what’s happening in the online 
lives of young people and another quote 
from Jonathan Haidt is informative in this 
regard: 

“One of the worst ideas ever is to connect 
people to talk about each other, publicly yet 
anonymously. It’s sad and predictable that 
this kind of social media brings chaos and 
shame to communities of adolescents.” To 
that I say “Hear, hear!” 

because Hale does spend too much 
time unravelling poor choice of language 
and bullying that, frankly, is hard for me 
to comprehend. Throw in the relentless 
exposure to pornography and other really 
unhelpful identity-forming ideas and you 
can hear my tone trail off quickly at this 
point of my speech. 

So, boys, I have a challenge for you over 
this coming break: don’t be that guy 
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connected only via social media – get 
outside, be with mates and live! Consider 
having a defined time on your device each 
day. Break it into morning, afternoon and 
evening use. If you feel like being social, 
commit to seeing your mate rather than 
just conversing on social media. Consider 
using the phone to actually talk to 
someone! It’s a Boomer type of thing to do, 
I know, but trust me, it’s quite fun. 

Very soon you will hear from our guest of 
honour, Mr Simpson. For those who don’t 
know him, he is the Head of Junior School. 
Now you might say, don’t we normally 
have famous guests as speakers? How 
come we have ‘Simmo’? Well, in my mind 
he is famous for his desire to connect with 
people in a face-to-face sort of way. Mr 
Simpson is the antithesis to experience 
blockers; he is an experience enabler! 
You just can’t help but feel better about 
yourself every time you talk with this man. 

The other reason I wanted Mr Simpson 
to talk today, is because this is the first 
time we have had a Speech Day back 
in the Memorial Hall in years. Memorial 
Hall is significant to the families who lost 
sons in war; to the families who gave 
whatever they could to build it – and then 
again more recently to refurbish it; to the 
students who perform or are recognised 
on stage; to those sitting their final exams, 
and to the entire Hale community who 
come together for time-honoured rituals 
and ceremonies. For current students 
this hall becomes central to every Hale 
boy’s experience. Every Old Boy already 

knows this as they look back on their time 
here at Hale and considers the myriad of 
experiences they had inside these four 
walls. So, I wanted Mr Simpson as an Old 
Boy of the School with brothers, nephews, 
a father and sons who have attended 
and will attend the School, to speak a 
little about this building and, through his 
connections, what this school means to 
him. 

Boys, I know you would remember the 
first day we were again able to use this 
hall after the renovation was complete: 
every boy from PP to 12 and every staff 
member all in this one space – probably 
the first time in at least four decades that 
we could gather everyone in the School 
under one roof. I know that that moment 
will be one of the most special memories 
of my time here at Hale. There is this 
wonderful thing that happens at Hale and 
it’s the moment when you boys sense the 
moment – and when you do, you then rise 
to the occasion. It was a short assembly 
for the boys, by the boys, and I could see 
your faces, sitting here on that chair, and I 
knew you sensed the significance of that 
moment. 

Mr Garland – a passionate Old Boy and 
long-serving Old Haleian on the Board of 
Governors – I could see him hiding up the 
back with a tear in his eye. I was emotional 
too because I know full well what this hall 
has meant to literally thousands of Old 
Boys. There is just something so powerful 
about gathering everyone together. It’s in 
those moments that I know you will gain 

memories that last your entire lifetime. 
Again, I know this because that’s what 
hundreds of Old Boys have told me. 

This school is built on so many things, but 
at the core it’s built on wonderful people: 
good men and women, people who make 
contributions to society, passionate staff 
and supportive parents. And for me these 
moments – all of them – move me to feel 
gratitude, grateful to work in this school, 
grateful to know so many of you and your 
parents. Grateful to be surrounded by so 
many wonderful, professional staff, and to 
have my own beautiful family. 

I know you are boys, but be grateful for 
another year of growth, learning and good 
fun. Be grateful for the opportunities you 
have had in life – don’t take them for 
granted – and make sure you thank your 
parents! 

On that note I would like to acknowledge 
my gratitude for my own parents. They 
are both here today, Mr and Mrs Dell’Oro 
(senior) (Ron and Rose) – two of my very 
best friends. They both have encouraged 
me to understand this whole idea of 
connection with people – how it brings 
meaning and colour to life – and the idea 
that family really matters. I am so grateful 
to them both. 

Boys on behalf of every staff member at 
Hale, I would like to congratulate you on 
the completion of another fine year.

Headmaster
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Reflecting over 2024, there has been a lot within the life of the Chapel and our Anglican traditions that has brought much value and 
joy to the School community. Some highlights include: the Good Friday service in the newly minted Memorial Hall at the end of Term 
1; the confirmation service in Term 2 where 10 members of the community were confirmed by the new Bishop to schools, Hans 
Christiansen; the Anglicare Sleepout at Optus Stadium in Term 3; in Term 4, the final Year 12 Chapel, the Year 6 Cygnet to Swan 
service at St George’s Cathedral, and the service of lessons and carols with St Mary’s Anglican Girls’ School, also at St George’s 
Cathedral, with the singing nothing short of angelic. Of course, none of these events would be possible without the support of the 
staff, boys and parents who participated positively, read, prayed, sang and played music at our chapel services. At the end of the day, 
chapel never works if it’s approached as a spectator sport.

In truth, however, none of these marvellous events were the real 
highlight for me. The best part about being chaplain at Hale School 
is always the one-on-one conversations with the boys and the 
vulnerability shown by them when they ask the deepest questions 
of their hearts. One question that has surfaced frequently is, “How 
do I pray?” It’s a beautiful question. Prayer is one of the most 
important and natural things we can do as human beings. It helps 
us to connect and feel part of something greater than ourselves.

I remember when I was still living in London and working in a 
church, I was called by a lady in our congregation who wanted me 
to visit her mum, anoint her with oil and say a few prayers. Her 
mum was 92 and dying. In church speak, this is called ‘anointing 
of the sick’ or the ‘last rites’. She told me on the phone that her 
mum had dementia and wouldn’t know or understand what I was 
doing. So, I went to the house, and when I got there, the lady who 
phoned me opened the door and led me into the living room where 
her mum lay resting in a bed in front of the fire. She had her eyes 
closed and was mumbling softly to herself. I started saying the 
prayers and anointed her on the palms and on the forehead, and 
still she kept her eyes closed and gave no indication that she knew 
what I was doing. Then, as I started praying the Lord’s Prayer, 
she slowly moved her hand out from underneath the blanket and 
reached up and grabbed mine. She was now looking up at me, her 
eyes blazing with love. We prayed the rest of the prayer word-for-
word together. Reflecting on this experience, I believe she opened 
her eyes when I was praying the Lord’s Prayer because in her life it 
had brought her comfort and connection. Perhaps in that moment, 
she remembered all the loved ones that she had ever prayed it with. 

Traditional prayers like the Lord’s Prayer are wonderful and praying 
them regularly is a great idea. However, I genuinely believe that 
praying is simpler than we might think. Prayer, at its heart, is about 
attending lovingly to reality as it is. I came across a great example 
recently in an article by Fr Christopher Gleeson, an ex-headmaster 
of St Ignatius College Riverview in Sydney. In it, he shared a short 
letter written by a Year 9 boarder home to his parents. The boy had 
been going through a challenging time at school. There was a bit 
of homesickness, but he was also dealing with the recent death of 

a family friend, Bucko, a much-loved Old Boy of the School and the 
father of his mate Charlie. He wrote the letter from his dormitory, 
which had a great view of the stars at night.

“Every night I gaze up and see three stars. There is star one which 
is called Mum, star two which is called Dad, and star three which I 
called Bucko. I did this for Charlie’s sake but also for Bucko to help 
me through school in the hard times because he came here. But I 
am also looking for two more stars which I will call Poppy/courage 
and Pa/hope. I gave them these names because Poppy was 
courageous because he went to war, and I called Pa/hope because 
he was a farmer who had hope that rain would come in the future 
to help him. These are my five stars.”

I think that is one of the most genuine and moving examples of 
prayer I have ever heard. That act of loving attention to the stars 
helped the boy to remember and connect with important people in 
his life. As he lay in bed, he looked up at the stars and remembered 
that he was loved and held by God. Ultimately, that’s what prayer is 
all about. It’s about learning to love, to pay attention, and to reach 
out for connection. 

Sadly, the world we are living in could quite fairly be characterised 
as both immensely distracted and bitterly divided. However, one 
way we can fix this crisis of attention and bring people back 
together is through prayer. Prayer changes the world by changing 
people and eventually whole communities by giving them a 
greater capacity to love and attend to that which is different from 
themselves. This is why we will continue to pray at Hale School. As 
Samuel Taylor Coleridge said so beautifully in his epic poem, ‘The 
Rime of the Ancient Mariner’:

He prayeth best, who loveth best

All things both great and small;

For the dear God who loveth us,

He made and loveth all.

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As we welcomed the new 
cohort into the Middle 
Junior Learning Centre, the 
anticipation was palpable, 
setting the tone for a year 
brimming with discovery and 
growth.

Our first exploration took 
us outdoors, diving into the 
world of mini beasts.

The focus then shifted to the 
cosmos as we explored space 
and our solar system. Studying 
the planets and understanding 
the Earth’s movement gave us 
a new perspective on night and 
day, while a trip to Scitech’s 
Planetarium further enriched 
our learning.

In Technology, our exploration 
of design led us to Brownes 
Dairy, where we witnessed 
the journey of milk from farm 
to fridge and met Belinda, a 
Jersey cow. The boys learned 
about homogenisation and 
pasteurisation, and taste-
tested various dairy products. 

This year, many students 
embarked on their musical 
journey, learning to play 
instruments for the first time 
as part of the Year 3 Music 
program. Their progress 
was showcased during the 
Year 3 recital, where they 

demonstrated their new skills 
with confidence and pride.

This 
proved a masterstroke, with 
perfect weather on the day 
of competition. The carnival 
involved the 800 metres, high 
jump and long jump events, 
with all house points and 
champion boy points going 
towards the Whole School 
Athletics Carnival held in Term 
3. From here it was quickly 
on to preparations for our 
Interhouse Cross Country, held 
in Week 9. As in all years, this 
carnival can either be met with 
anticipation or apprehension, 
as it provides all our boys with 
a variety of challenges. Some 
boys want to win or place in 
the top 10 while others simply 
want to get through. Either 
way, all boys benefit, and it is 
another opportunity to allows 
our boys to better understand 
their capabilities and to get out 
of their comfort zone. In a hard-
fought competition, Turnbull 
House was the winner on the 
day.

In the final week of term, our 
top 10 runners from each year 
group (Years 3 to 6) competed 
in the JPSSA interschool Cross 
Country event at Aquinas 
College. This proved to be an 
outstanding day for our Junior 
School competitors who came 
home victors for the first time 
since before 2010!  There was 
not one boy on the day who 
didn’t do his best and it was for 
this reason that we had such 
success. Special mention must 
go to Banjo Laurie who led from 
the front both at training and by 
comprehensively winning the 
Year 6 race.

From Day 1 of Term 3, 
preparations for the much-
anticipated Whole School 
Athletics Carnival began 

with Physical Education 
lessons used to consolidate 
correct technique and record 
measurements. Inclement 
weather was forecast for 
our carnival; however, we 
were blessed with excellent 
conditions, which resulted 
in a wonderful Hale School 
event. Turnbull House was 
crowned winner for the second 
consecutive year ahead of Davy, 
Rosier and Walker. As always, 
it is a fantastic sight to see our 
boys competing to the best of 
their ability in house colours. 
Impressively, we had three 
records broken: Rufus Minson 
in the Year 4 400 metres, Xavier 
Mienie in the Year 3 60-metre 
hurdles, and Mac Doar in the 
Year 3 400 meters. Champion 
boys for 2024 were Xavier 
Mienie (Year 3), Rufus Minson

TENNIS
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YEAR 7 
Connection is the overarching theme 
introduced at the start of Year 7, and 
throughout 2024 the focus has been 
on building connection to Hale School, 
to each other and to the campus 
and teachers. Developing a sense of 
belonging, where the boys feel that they 
are part of something much bigger than 
themselves and where they begin to 
take greater responsibility for their own 
learning, have been key goals. 

Guided by their Pastoral Care Leaders, 
Term 1 began with each of the eight 
groups being supported by one of the Year 
13 students (graduates from the 2023 
cohort). These exemplary older students 
accompanied the boys for the first two 
weeks, guiding, giving advice and passing 
on words of wisdom to the new boys. 
Similarly, the peer mentoring program, 
where each Year 7 student was linked to a 
trained Year 11 mentor, saw the boys meet 
up several times per term to work through 
a deliberate series of events.  Whilst 
engaging in practical, hands-on tasks 
such as learning how to tie a Windsor 
knot, how to polish their shoes, and even 
how to sew buttons onto a shirt, the older 
boys were getting to know the younger 
boys, supporting them in establishing 
more independent learning skills, and also 
giving them advice around building and 
managing relationships. 

Early in the year, the Year 7 Outdoor 
Education experience in Nannup provided 
a golden opportunity for the boys to 
develop key characteristics such as 
resilience, persistence and collaboration. 
There is no collaborative activity more 
important than working together as a 
team to cook the evening meal after a 
busy day of activities! This year the boys 

were also engaged in some secretive 
detective work. Following work on 
character strengths, the boys had been 
allocated a peer to observe throughout the 
camp, looking to identify examples of that 
person displaying positive character traits. 
The final task was to write a postcard to 
their classmate detailing all of the great 
behaviours that they had observed. The 
time down in Nannup also reinforced for 
the Year 7 team that this cohort could pull 
together and face challenges head on –  
learning that they would bring back to the 
classroom.

Academically, there is rightly a step up 
in the expectations and complexities 
of the school curriculum upon starting 
Senior School. A focus on teaching 
some important executive functions has 
proved successful for most boys. In a 
survey completed at the end of the year, 
the majority of boys stated that they felt 
far more organised and able to study 
independently and, as a result, better 
prepared for their future studies. We are 
also fortunate to have a team of teachers 
willing to go above and beyond in their 
planning and ideas around curriculum 
delivery. Authentic projects that connect 
learning to the real world are known to 
engage students of this age. This year the 
boys have engaged in Greek battles and 
drama performances, designed machines 
out of LEGO to solve everyday problems, 
and explored ways to help manage water 
scarcity in Africa and more locally. 

Encouraging creative and critical 
thinking, the boys have been enthusiastic 
participants in several projects in 
collaboration with Young Change Agents, 
a group set up to empower young people 
to become problem solvers. This year the 

$20 Boss project was again the vehicle 
used to address the Year 7 Economics 
curriculum. A hugely successful trading 
period saw the range of businesses 
collectively make over $10,500 in profit, 
which was donated to Anglicare. The boys 
also engaged in a design challenge, which 
looked to raise awareness of mental health 
and wellbeing. Choosing topics such as 
how we might address youth loneliness or 
stress, improve the health and happiness 
of young people, or how we could create 
healthier relationships in person or online, 
the boys designed solutions utilising 
apps, posters or activities.  Witnessing 
the boys researching, discussing and 
then trying to address these topics, the 
incidental learning was clear. Should these 
boys experience these challenges in the 
future, they now have a language around 
them that has been normalised and some 
possible avenues for seeking assistance.  

Across any year, the path to learning 
and maturing is always one with the 
occasional bump or turn, and this has 
been true this year. At times, individual  
groups have needed reminding and 
shepherding through difficult situations. 
What has been impressive is this cohort’s 
collective efforts to support each other 
and face such changes. Boys have been 
open to owning up when they have made 
mistakes. They have been accepting of the 
need for rules and boundaries, and they 
have been a high-energy, fun-loving group. 

The graduating class of 2029 is on the 
right path and the whole Year 7 team look 
forward to witnessing the boys’ journey as 
they navigate their next steps.

YEAR 7.8
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The Year 8 and 9 cohorts of 2024 
embraced the opportunities for growth 
and self-discovery that their character 
development journey provided. This time 
in their lives was not just about academic 
learning, it was a period to explore big 
questions like “Who am I?” and “What 
values will shape my future?” Through 
hands-on, real-world experiences, students 
delved into self-reflection, strengthened 
relationships and gained a deeper 
understanding of themselves and others.

The willingness of the Year 8 and 9 
students to get involved was key in 
shaping the success of this program. 
From stepping out of their comfort zones 
during Outdoor Education camps to 
celebrating differences on Diversity Day, 
these students eagerly embraced the 
challenges placed before them, making 
the most of every opportunity for personal 
development.

One of the standout moments for Year 8 
students in 2024 was Diversity Day, held 
in Term 2. On this day, students from 
various houses came together to explore 
individual differences in an inclusive 
and supportive environment. The event 
focused on fostering understanding and 
celebrating diversity within the School and 
broader community.

Throughout the day, students engaged in 
discussions and activities that deepened 
their appreciation for different cultures, 
backgrounds and perspectives. Their 
enthusiasm in connecting with one 
another and learning about what makes 
everyone unique demonstrated a level of 
empathy and thoughtfulness that went 
beyond the classroom.

The Year 8 and 9 students also thrived 
in the Connections program with St 
Mary’s, designed to help students build 
relationships in a fun, relaxed setting. The 
2024 cohorts participated in problem-
solving activities, games and even partner 
dancing, all of which encouraged them 
to step outside their comfort zones and 
engage with peers in a new way.

These collaborative sessions 
highlighted the importance of teamwork, 
communication and social skills, with 

students forming meaningful connections 
beyond their immediate circles. By pushing 
themselves to interact with new people, 
the boys enhanced their ability to adapt to 
different situations — a skill that will serve 
them well throughout life.

For the Year 9 students, Arts Fest in late 
November was an opportunity to explore 
creativity in a hands-on, immersive 
way. Students selected two artforms to 
focus on — ranging from music to visual 
arts to media — and worked alongside 
professional artists in workshops and 
performances.

This event pushed students to step 
outside their traditional academic focus 
and express themselves through various 
forms of art. Many discovered hidden 
talents and grew in confidence, using 
creativity as an outlet for self-expression. 
The 2024 cohort embraced the experience, 
engaging fully and expanding their 
appreciation for the arts.

Perhaps the most transformative part of 
the program for Year 9 students was the 
Outdoor Education camp in Exmouth. Over 
two weeks, the boys were immersed in 
the natural environment, away from home 
comforts and technology. This time in the 
wilderness helped them build resilience, 
teamwork and self-reliance, all while 
deepening their connections with each other.

For some, the camp was a real-life, lasting 
experience. Jeremy Flavel reflected on 
how the camp allowed him to disconnect 
from social media: “I didn’t spend a second 
on social media and I felt stress-free with 
a simple routine. We became even more 
grateful for how lucky we are at home.” 
Similarly, Cameron Fethers emphasised 
the lessons in teamwork: “Learning how to 
understand other people’s ideas through 
teamwork at Exmouth is something I’ve 
used many times since returning from 
camp.”

The students’ willingness to tackle 
the physical and mental challenges of 
Exmouth demonstrated their growth and 
capacity for perseverance, collaboration 
and adaptability.

While these events were highlights, the 
true essence of character development 
extended beyond these experiences. 
The Personal Development Program 
encouraged the Year 8 and 9 students 

to reflect on their habits, set achievable 
goals, and focus on their wellbeing. Year 9 
student Oisin Wormald shared in a Term 
3 assembly how this program helped him 
form good habits and stay motivated: “It 
was a chance to understand myself better 
and form habits that keep me on the right 
path.” He also encouraged his peers to set 
achievable goals and seek support when 
needed.

The success of the character development 
program would not have been possible 
without the unwavering support of Hale’s 
Assistant Head of House team, who were 
instrumental in guiding the students 
through their journey. Special thanks to 
Matthew Blake (Buntine), Daniel Harvey 
(Loton), Helen McIntosh (Havelock), Sarah 
Wilkinson (Meade), Lisa Woodyard (Parry), 
Cam Eardley (Riley), George Haggett 
(Haynes), Amber Levien (Tregonning), 
Martin Mellody (Wilson), Jordan Wright 
(Faulkner) and Heath McCabe (Brine).

These dedicated staff members provided 
care, guidance and encouragement, 
creating a nurturing environment where 
students felt supported and empowered to 
reflect, grow and face life’s challenges with 
confidence and character.

I am confident knowing that the Year 
9 cohort has experienced significant 
personal growth, becoming more 
confident, empathetic and self-aware 
individuals. These students have 
gained essential life skills, built strong 
relationships and learned valuable lessons 
that will guide them into the future. Their 
willingness to take part in the challenges 
presented to them has shaped their 
development and prepared them for the 
road ahead, equipped with character, 
resilience and a sense of connection.

YEARS 8 AND 9
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2024 has been a great year for Hale 
School. At the core of this success is 
an academic program that continues 
to engage and challenge our students 
in meaningful and varied learning 
experiences that cater for a range of 
interests and passions. Supporting these 
experiences from the classroom is the 
comprehensive co-curricular program, 
which provides each student with the 
opportunity to be part of a community, 
create memories and share experiences. 

This year we have had the added benefit 
of opening the Memorial Hall precinct. 
Our students benefit so much from this 
new development as it provides a space 
for the whole school to come together in 
the Hall, amazing media and performing 
arts facilities, and a whole new area within 
the School that complements the existing 
structures and open spaces.

The year started with the Commencement 
Ceremony under the trees on Chapel Green. 
This event brings the entire school together 
to welcome everyone to the new academic 
year, acknowledges our significant student 
leadership positions across the School, 
and welcomes our new students to Hale 
School. Seeing the excitement on the faces 
of our Pre-primary students is always 
a highlight and having these students 
escorted through the Administration foyer 
by a Year 12 student is a symbolic gesture 
of the vertical links that exist across the 
School.

We continue to see great progress in 
many of our younger students and our 
senior students continue to excel in a 
range of academic pursuits. This has been 
confirmed by the significant improvement 
in NAPLAN results in both literacy and 
mathematics as the students’ progress 
through their years at Hale School.  Our 
students performed strongly in many 
external academic competitions including 

the ICAS English, Australian Mathematics 
Olympiad Committee Senior Contest, 
Australian Mathematics Competition and 
the Australian Geography Competition. 
A highlight of these awards was senior 
student, Drew Davison representing 
Australia at the International Geography 
Olympiad in Ireland and receiving a gold 
medal.

Our sporting teams are always highly 
competitive and in 2024 we continued to 
have great success. Just as important 
has been the attitude and behaviour of our 
students when playing or supporting these 
teams. The senior basketball team won the 
PSA Blackwood Trophy in Term 1 and our 
1st XIII rowers won the prestigious Head 
of the River for the third time this century. 
Many other senior teams achieved second 
place in their respective sports and this 
highlighted the depth of talent that Hale 
School has in all areas of the sporting 
domain.

The refurbished Memorial Hall played 
host to our first musical of the year, Jesus 
Christ Superstar. This was an outstanding 
success and highlighted the talent and 
depth within our performing arts. This was 
complemented by smaller productions, 
many of which were hosted in the new 
Cygnet Theatre. The music program was 
no different, with highlights including the 
Garland Concert, Jazz and Rock Nights and 
the Governors’ Concert, which yet again 
exceeded expectations in the quality of 
music performed.

The student exchange program continues 
to provide several of our students in Years 
8 and 10 with amazing opportunities. We 
welcomed many students from across the 
globe to Hale School through this program 
and I would like to highlight the two 
students from Japan who spent the entire 
year living in our boarding house. 

These experiences were complemented 
by 19 tours and camps, with a further nine 
planned over the 2024-25 Christmas break. 

This will total approximately 475 students 
having the opportunity to be involved in a 
tour, which provides a unique opportunity 
for life experiences and further connection 
outside the classroom.

The Hale School Ball is always a highlight 
and 2024 was another outstanding event. 
The event was hosted on Craig Oval and 
the adjacent Music and Drama Centre 
building. With a theme of ‘Neon Forest’, this 
space was transformed into an open-air 
event on the oval with the main dance floor 
and stage inside. With over 800 students 
attending on the night, it is a large event, 
and yet the behaviour and respect shown 
by all was outstanding. 

Finally, the celebration of shared 
experiences amongst our students 
was a key message of our Valedictory 
celebrations in 2024.  Listening to the Year 
12 students speak in various audiences 
gives a great insight into the experiences 
that have helped shape their character and 
allowed them to build lifelong connections 
at school. I would like to acknowledge the 
humility and gratitude they displayed as 
they departed the School this year.

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Today we are celebrating greatness, and 
when I say greatness not only do I mean 
all of the outstanding achievements of 
the many award winners today, but the 
greatness of everyone in this room.

As we wrap up a successful, fun-filled 
year in Brine House, we reflect on the 
relationships we’ve built as part of this 
special community. We bid farewell to a 
few members, including our vibrant Year 
8s. Having each enjoyed a week in the 
senior boarding house and embraced a 
fun-filled transition weekend with their new 
2025 comrades, we are confident that they 
are well-prepared to transition seamlessly 
into senior boarding.

We also say goodbye to some of our Year 
7s whose families have now transitioned 
from boarding to live locally, and we 
farewell Ms Anderson. We wish her all the 
best for life beyond boarding and thank her 
for the warmth and care she contributed to 
our community.

INDIGENOUS 
PROGRAM

Hale School’s Reconciliation Action 
Plan (RAP) was launched during 
Reconciliation Week in 2021, framed 
around the School motto of ‘Duty’. The 
three central elements are: relationships, 
respect and opportunities. 

A comprehensive review of the RAP was 
undertaken in 2024 to assess those key 
initiatives and targets that have been met, 
those that still need work, and to develop 
new initiatives to ensure that reconciliation 
remains active and ongoing. 

As part of a key RAP commitment to 
increase representation of Aboriginal 
and Torres Strait Islander people as Hale 
School staff members, a substantive 
Indigenous Support mentor role was 
established. Rhys Bedford (2006-10) 
joined the team in 2024. This role creates 
vital links between boys, families and 
the School, strengthening the cultural 
connections with indigenous and 
non-indigenous students in the Hale 
community.

Another key initiative, the journey stick 
program, saw the inaugural sticks 
complete the first full cycle and return 
to Nannup for the Year 7 camp. As the 
journey sticks had been crafted previously, 
a new activity was added, where the boys 
all made ‘tapping sticks’ – again whittling 
the wood, sanding and oiling, before 
playing them. The journey sticks will 
continue to be passed on through each 
year group from Years 7 to 9. 

Indigenous dance has been revitalised 
over the last couple of years with 

Indigenous students keen to embrace 
their passion for traditional dances and to 
showcase these to the wider community. 
This year, Hale students danced at the 
Bunuru concert in March under the 
outstanding direction and choreography 
of Ash Penfold and the Corroboree for 
Life dancers. Students also danced at 
the Reconciliation Assembly and the 
combined MADALAH/AISWA Future 
Footprints Year 12 graduation ceremony.

Inclusion of Aboriginal and Torres Strait 
Islander art sessions for indigenous 
students from Years 7 to 12 were a great 
success in 2024. The students worked 
on several projects, including the design 
for the AFL indigenous round jersey 
and two additional artworks celebrating 
the NAIDOC theme. They worked in the 
evenings under the expert guidance of Art 
Teacher, Ms Amber Levien to develop two 
amazing artworks entitled, ‘Keep the Fire 
Burning! Blak, Loud and Proud’. The theme 
honours the enduring strength and vitality 
of First Nations’ culture, with fire used 
as a symbol of connection to Country, 
to each other, and to the traditions that 
define Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander 
peoples. This resonated strongly with 
the indigenous students, who come from 
many diverse regions and backgrounds, 
but live together in the vibrant shared 
boarding community. Not only did the 
students enjoy the cultural immersion 
and the camaraderie that came from the 
shared space, but also some generous 
evening supper.

Student engagement has been another 

key focus of the RAP. Activities and events 
have included students from Years 7 to 
12 regularly contributing to assemblies 
with an Acknowledgement of Country, 
strong engagement with the boys from 
Brine House and the Junior School, 
and indigenous students sharing their 
stories with the Year 7 groups as part of 
Reconciliation Week. In addition, Hale 
School hosted the PSA Indigenous sports 
round in May against Scotch College, 
which included a smoking ceremony and 
Welcome to Country, attended by all 1st 
sports teams. The 2024 AFL indigenous 
jersey, designed by the senior students, 
was also launched on this weekend. 

There were many outstanding student 
achievements throughout 2024. Students 
participated in the NASA tour and travelled 
to Melbourne for the annual football 
tour. One notable highlight was from 
recent graduate Taj O’Donohue, who was 
selected in the State Athletics team for the 
U18 triple jump, travelling to Queensland 
in December to compete in the national 
competition. 

Looking forward to 2025, the School is 
exploring options for key Hale School 
staff to undertake cultural awareness 
training as part of the commitment to 
the RAP. As well, there is a strong desire 
to continue the close links with the 
indigenous program at St Mary’s Anglican 
Girls’ School. We are also investigating re-
establishing the cultural immersion tours 
to the Kimberley region.

In Term 3, 252 students 
participated in the Australian 
Mathematics Competition 
(AMC), which returned some 
outstanding individual results. 
Jinnry Zhuang performed 
extremely well and was 
awarded a prize, which placed 
him in the top 0.3% of all 
WA candidates in Year 8.  In 
addition, 22 boys were awarded 
High Distinctions and 109 were 
awarded Distinctions. 

In the Australian Informatics 
Olympiad computer 
programming competition, 
Jinnry Zhuang (Year 8), Ethan 
Guo and Rob Davison (Year 
10) were all awarded Bronze 
Certificates.

Twenty Year 8 boys also joined 
a group from St Mary’s Anglican 
Girls’ School for the annual 
Maths Camp at Ern Halliday 
Recreation Camp. The camp 
provided a fantastic opportunity 
for mathematically-talented 
students to share ideas and 
experiences with like-minded 
peers. It was a wonderful 
weekend that fostered 
collaboration and a deeper 
appreciation for mathematics.

At the end of Term 3, our 
students excelled in the 
Australian Intermediate 
Mathematics Olympiad. Aidan 
Kwa (Year 10) and Jeremy Lim 
(Year 6) both achieved High 
Distinctions, placing them in 
the top 10 students in the State. 
Michael Cheng (Year 8), Isaac 
Bray (Year 9) and Rob Davison 
(Year 10) were awarded 
Distinctions.

Eric Xia (Year 12) was invited 
to participate in the prestigious 
Australian Mathematics 
Olympiad (AMO) and the 
Australian Mathematics 
Olympiad Committee (AMOC) 
senior contests. He earned 
bronze in both competitions, 
placing him among the top 
50 high school students in 
Australia for the AMO. 

In Term 4, our Mathematics 
Enrichment students 
participated in the WA Junior 
Mathematics Olympiad at the 
University of Western Australia.

MOCK TRIAL

Participating in Mock Trials 
across 2023 and 2024 

has been one of the most 
rewarding and academically 
stimulating experiences of 
my school career. They have 
exposed me and all who have 
participated in law court trial 
to a level of rigour, discipline 
and resourcefulness hitherto 
unseen in a school-organised 
extracurricular activity. Beyond 
the thrill of competition, mock 
trials have sharpened my 
ability to think critically, argue 
persuasively and collaborate 
effectively. 

The trials, which take place 
in the historic buildings of 
the Supreme Courts in Perth 
city, often demand a blend of 
preparation, quick thinking 
and adaptability. The cases 
emanate from the Law Society 
of WA and are based on actual 
legal cases that have been 
tried in real life. Tackling these 
real-world cases has led to both 
individual and team growth, and 
helped foster life skills that are 
applicable not just within the 
field of law, but to all fields that 
require clear communication, 
collaboration and negotiation. 

This year our team had an 
outstanding season, remaining 
undefeated until the quarter-
finals where we lost narrowly 
to Perth Modern School in a 
tight and gruelling feud. Despite 
the formidable opposition, our 
team performed admirably, 
and it was an experience that 
underscored the necessity 
of resilience and teamwork. 

Ultimately coming down to a 
difference of only a few points, 
they emerged victorious. 
While success had welcomed 
us into its arms over the first 
two rounds, we were no less 
steadfast in our commitment to 
the team after a taste of defeat.

Team meetings took place 
before school twice a week, 
once case materials were 
released. I speak for the team 
when I say that discussing the 
case with our external solicitor 
legal advisor and preparing 
our notes and addresses at 
Thursday morning meetings 
in particular have instilled in 
us all an interest in the legal 
system and the complexities of 
a trial. Responding to rapid-fire 
cross-examination or difficult 
quandaries from the judge has 
honed my public speaking skills 
and my ability to think on my 
feet. These capabilities will be 
invaluable going forward, and 
it’s incredible to see how much 
more close-knit our team was 
at the final trial than at the 
beginning.

My participation in Mock 
Trials thus far has been 
transformational – the 
experience has been 
undoubtedly a highlight of 
my time at Hale School. I am 
unspeakably proud of what my 
team has achieved this year, 
and I look forward to seeing 
what lies in wait for us in 2025.

OUTDOOR EDUCATION
While on the outside, Outdoor Education 
typically paints a fun-filled picture 
of excitement and adventure in the 
natural world, the truth is far more 
encompassing. What sits behind the 
obvious and visual is often much more 
important. Being with students 24 hours 
a day for a multi-day program provides a 
plethora of ad-hoc learning opportunities 
outside of the prescribed campcraft 
lessons.

While Outdoor Education is both our 
team’s passion and our context, we are 
first and foremost teachers and have a 
responsibility to take every opportunity 
to educate along the way.  A small but 
important literacy goal in Exmouth this 
year was to turn the tide on the incorrect 
pronunciation of the Muiron Islands. 
Although most people will have mastered 
phonetic spelling by the age of eight, 
for some reason the vast majority of 
residents and visitors to the Exmouth area 
still mispronounce this name. Students 
reaching Year 9 who have attended Hale 
Junior School’s Year 5 camp 
in Busselton and Year 6 
camp in Albany will have 
learned about the exploits 
of French explorer and 
cartographer Nicholas 
Baudin as he mapped 
the Western Australian 
coastline from 1800. Baudin 
eponymously named many landmarks 
and islands along the way. It is no surprise 
then that the islands of Exmouth Gulf 
also are French named: Muiron, Serrurier, 
Thevenard, Montebello etcetera. 

Meanwhile, the importance of Aboriginal 
culture and heritage has not been lost in 
our curriculum. Beginning with a cultural 

immersion activity in Year 7 that carries 
through into Year 8 with symbolic journey 
sticks, when the students reach Year 9 
a good portion of our program is based 
around the real-life experience of the 
wreck of the Barque Stefano in 1875, and 
subsequent rescue of the two teenage 
survivors by a nomadic Aboriginal group. 
With indigenous custodianship forefront 
in our minds, our group names are terms 
from the language of the local Yinigudera 
people.

Outdoor Education indeed has a unique 
cross-curricula ability. With boys’ 
handwriting ability in decline, in 2020 we 
replaced our formulaic field workbooks 
in the Year 9 Exmouth program with an 
open diary-style journal; students no 
longer filling the tables and answering the 
questions, but having time set aside daily 
to write their thoughts and reflections. As 
well as being a cathartic experience of 
quiet reflection time, it has been a joy for 
the staff to see so many of their charges 
thoroughly engaged. And for the students 
who are still a way off effectively scribing 
their thoughts, there is opportunity to 
sketch a scene instead.

We have certainly come a long way over 
the last 30 years, and I really believe we 
are educationally as relevant as ever, if not 
more so. I have been pleasantly surprised 
to have reconnected with a number of Old 
Boys at various locations around the State 
during the course of our camps. There are 
two things that stand out most in these 
nostalgic conversations: how much the 
program has changed and how much the 
diet has changed. The first is unsurprising 
as our pinnacle program has moved from 
Year 11 to Year 10 and now Year 9; the 
Middle School has formed and reformed 

and so too the Junior School. 

The second topic of diet is worthy of 
comment. Hale’s own Mr Trevor Pearse 
was a student in one of my Exmouth 
groups back in 2000. As we recently 
reminisced about his camp experience 
and that of his older brother, Trevor 
reminded me about the number of canned 
goods that formed the major part of our 
diet back then with nary a fresh vegetable 
in sight. Trevor also pointed out that he so 
enjoyed one particular peanut satay meal 
that on arrival back at home after camp he 
prepared it for the family. It seems bizarre 
now to think that once upon a time, camp 
lunch consisted, amongst other things, 
of a kilogram tub of peanut paste! I am 
pleased to know and share that many boys 
nowadays still prepare meals at home 
on return from camp, albeit without the 
peanut sauce. I encourage all parents to 
get behind their sons in this venture. The 
recipes are all in the Outdoor Education 
Cookbook available from the Hale Shop.

We still have many changes ahead of us, 
yet, as we continue to develop and grow 
this curriculum, I can honestly say that 
it has been overwhelmingly rewarding.  
To echo Mark Twain’s sentiment, “The 
wrinkles merely indicate where smiles 
have been.”

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SERVICE LEARNING
Providing opportunities for students at 
Hale School to participate in the Service 
Learning program is just the beginning 
of the Service Learning experience. 
Witnessing the students add their 
own flavour to their service is often 
unexpected and profoundly significant. 
Whilst reminiscing on the year, some 
clear scenarios stand out to illustrate how 
students value add to the program. 

After just one session at Holy Rosary 
primary school, Zach discovered that his 
buddy loved superheroes.  Without any 
prompting, Zach took time to find a book 
in the library about superheroes and, much 
to the delight of his buddy, returned the 
following week to share the book. 

Meanwhile, at Mt Hawthorn Education 
Support Centre, one of the students was 
feeling quite heightened and didn’t want any 
adult intervention. Sensing this, her buddy 
Boston sat alongside the girl and gently 
eased into the activity, allowing her to feel 
comfortable and, in the end, confident in the 
situation. 

At a Nulsen Disability Supported 
Accommodation house, one of the residents 
loves all things Australian Rules Football, 
which always generates lots of chatter 
during every visit. However, late last year, 
Seb took it upon himself to source a signed 
East Fremantle jumper and delivered it in 
person to the delighted resident. 

Young men finding this level of empathy and 
independence demonstrate their intrinsic 
desire to connect with others regardless of 
perceived barriers. Inherent in human nature 
is the tendency to categorise people into ‘us 
and them’.  Plenty of theories abound about 
social categorisation, identification and 
comparison. We hope that through service 
we can blur the lines of rigid categories to 
bridge the gap between what we perceive to 
be barriers.  

Two of our programs highlight breaking 
down these barriers. Buddiup is a health 
and wellbeing program for young men living 
with intellectual disability. Each week our 
Year 11s become part of this community. 
Our students join in the games and enjoy 

the normal banter that comes along with 
sport while fostering friendships along 
the way. Another group of Year 11s are 
included in the On My Feet walking and 
running groups. On My Feet is a shelter-
to-self-sufficiency program provider for 
those at risk or experiencing homelessness. 
Through conversation, the Hale boys learn 
the stories of the participants and view 
them as individuals with a story, not simply 
categorising them as homeless. This helps 
them build connections by establishing 
warmth and empathy. Over time, they have 
shifted their mindsets to seek things in 
common instead of differences.

As the students become in tune with 
themselves, we hope they can empower 
others to be supportive and inclusive 
members of society.

March marks an exciting period in 
Hale Sport as the winter cross country 
training kicks off. The PSA competition 
offers the highest calibre of athletes, 
making it the ultimate challenge. Our 
team this year comprised 43 runners 
from Years 7 to 12, some of whom 
chose cross country as their second 
Saturday sport, a wise choice for 
overall fitness. Running truly enhances 
performance in all sports. We were 
thrilled to welcome Connor Kinchin, 
an Old Boy, to the coaching staff this 
year; his guidance and mentorship were 
invaluable to the team.

The season began with home-and-away 
fixtures, consisting of six rounds, each 
running a 5-kilometre course on varying 
terrains. The first training session took 
place bright and early, with the boys at 
the pavilion by 6.30am for one of Mr 
Felgate and Dr Bonner’s demanding 
interval sessions. Despite the bitter cold, 
the team demonstrated resilience and 
determination.

Our first fixture against Wesley was 
deceptively challenging, featuring one of 
the steepest short hills we’d encountered. 
Thanks to our early morning training 
sessions, we secured a dominant win, 
with 10 of our runners finishing in the top 
15. After a successful start, we gathered 
for a cross-country breakfast during the 
bye week, where I shared my personal 
Hale cross-country journey, and Vice-

words of encouragement.

Although victories in subsequent rounds 
proved elusive, with losses to Aquinas, 
Christ Church and Trinity, the team’s 
morale remained high.

Round 6 against Scotch marked the 
Indigenous Round and, for the first time, 
the cross-country team was invited to 
participate in the smoking ceremony on 
Craig Oval. This was a deeply special 
moment for the team. In preparation for 
Guildford, one of the toughest courses of 
the season, the boys tackled hill runs on 
Ewen Street. The challenging 500-metre 
incline with a 12.1% gradient tested our 
endurance, but we persevered, growing 
tougher both mentally and physically.

Guildford’s course, with its paddocks, 
mud and river crossings, is the epitome 
of cross country. Hale rose to the 
challenge, placing 13 runners in the 
top 15, securing a resounding victory. 
The second half of the season saw 
us competing in All-Schools fixtures, 
beginning with a 3-kilometre race at 
Wesley, where we placed fifth. In the 
5 x 3-kilometre relay hosted by Hale, 
the home course advantage helped us 
secure fourth place.

Rounds 10, 11 and 12 brought more 
challenging races, including the brutal 
hills at Aquinas and the swampy 
meadows at Guildford, but the team 
pushed through. The season culminated 

with the 8-kilometre Ray Brown Cup 
in Kings Park. Despite the unforgiving 
terrain, the team performed admirably, 
many setting personal bests.

This season introduced the yellow 
jersey, awarded for perseverance and 
team spirit. It was an honour to see so 
many of our runners recognised for their 
hard work. Running is a simple, lifelong 
sport, and I encourage everyone to 
continue in 2025.

Having won the three previous Ray House 
Cups and with a strong nucleus of boys 
remaining in the team from last season, 
we were out to see if we could make it 
four in a row.

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The 2024 season began with a short 
tour to the Sunshine Coast to play 
Sunshine Coast Grammar and Matthew 
Flinders Anglican College, which was 
the first time the 1st XV squad and 
the Year 9s toured together.
