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EXCERPT FROM SENIOR SCHOOL
SPEECH DAY ADDRESS
2 DECEMBER 2016

| am conscious of both the
honour and responsibility of
having been Headmaster

of this wonderful school

for the past 14 years. It

has been personally and
professionally fulfilling
beyond my expectations,
challenging at times, incredibly
sad on occasions, joyous

and rewarding in far greater
measure, all underpinned by
the daily interactions with the
boys. | have come to know
over 3000 in my time here
and there are very few | have
not warmed to. | have been
enriched by the opportunity
of knowing them, laughing
and learning with them, and
farewelling them as they
moved to the next stage of
their lives. Our son Thomas
is one of those 3000, having
completed 10 years at Hale.
Being a parent as well as the
Headmaster was accepted by
the staff and | thank all those
who taught, coached, guided
and mentored Thomas during
his time here.

From the moment my
resignation at the end of the
year was announced, | have
followed the mantra of it being
‘business as usual’. And to the
credit of just about everyone
here, | think that has been

the way of life for the past
few months. However, the
truth of me being 'yesterday's
man’ came into stark reality
when | found a letter offering
employment to a new staff
member on my desk waiting
to be signed. | waved it at

my highly efficient PA and
asked if there had been a
mistake as | knew nothing

of this appointment. Glenys
replied that another member
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of staff had given her details
of the gentleman to be
employed and to format the
appropriate letter. Apparently
the short-listing, interviewing,
reference checking and
salary determination had all
been completed without an
utterance in my direction. At
that point | realised my job
here is most definitely done.

In my first School Assembly
in 2003, with some 460
since, | spoke of Kurt Hahn,
the founder of Outward
Bound Australia and a school
called Gordonstoun, which is
set in rugged surroundings
in Scotland, who used to
quote an ancient proverb to
motivate his students to new
experiences. It was:

“A lion chased me up a tree
and | enjoyed the view from
the top.”

| explained my interpretation
of the quote back then as
being that at times you have
to be pushed into action to try
something different but in the
end you will enjoy the result
once you have completed the
job. My hope was and remains
that boys at Hale climb the
tree themselves, not needing
the lions sitting behind me
(the teachers) to chase them.
The trees do not have to be
huge, some will have thorns or
difficult branches to negotiate
making the effort to climb
them even more worthwhile.

In 2016, it might have been
joining the vibrant and very
strong swim squad early in
Term 1 as they trained for and
eventually won the PSA Inters
for the fourth successive year,
or turning up to Philosophy
Club meetings without
knowing anything about what
goes on, or signing up for the

Duke of Edinburgh scheme

— one of over 300 students

to do so this year, perhaps
committing to a new subject
or yet another music ensemble
or a dramatic production or
playing PSA sport in Year 11

or 12 or a time-sapping and
emotionally challenging but
immensely rewarding service
learning activity... the list goes
on but | am confident that in
the overwhelming majority of
cases, the efforts have been
worthwhile. My hope is that
the view from the top has
been good.

Last year, | referred to

the notion of ‘valuing the
experience at Hale': we
discussed what it would look
like and what the outcomes
could be. | suggested that
boys who have valued the
experience they have been
gifted at Hale should be:

U more resilient because
they pushed through the
tough times

U more understanding of
those around them, their
needs and their feelings

. more aware of helping
the School to be a better
place for those who
follow

U more insightful regarding
the importance of trying
hard, of finding a way
and of measuring their
success against their
effort and not their result
and hopefully they will
have made friends for life.

While some see the value

of a Hale education as the
score they attain as they leave
Year 12 — and that should
never be underplayed as |
noted in a recent newsletter
article — the determinants of
a valued experience at Hale
are all relational: resilience,
understanding, being helpful,
being insightful.

Rod West, former Head of
Trinity Grammar School in
Sydney, once suggested that
the ‘heart of education is
education of the heart'. The
immediate response by some
is that this is a romantic notion
at best and to the pragmatic,
rather trite in this age of
crowded curriculum, high
stakes testing from Year 3 and
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international rankings. But |
contend that it is not trite at all;
indeed, it provides a baseline
from which everything else
develops.

Earlier this year, | was
privileged to represent Hale
School at the Path of Hope
Foundation Gala Ball, an event
in aid of raising awareness and
funds to break the cycle of
domestic violence in Australia.
As part of the Service Learning
programme at Hale, Year 11
students attend the Salvation
Army women's refuge on a
weekly basis to play with the
children whose mothers have
been the victims of domestic
violence.

During the evening Federal
Minister for Social Services,
Christian Porter, a proud Old
Haleian, acknowledged the
work of the Hale boys in this
programme and made a telling
observation when he said,
“Schools can have brains and
muscles; Hale School has
shown tonight that it also has
a soul”.

| have found over many years
that the things students
remember after they leave
school are the things that
amused them and the things
that shaped them. This
places a great responsibility
upon the School to provide
experiences that will form
students’ character and equip
them with memories that
matter. Our classrooms shape
the minds of our students,
but the School plays a major
role in shaping character. As
do parents and if combined
we can be a potent force.
Sometimes gentle reminders
are required, particularly after
email correspondence of the
like | received a few years ago:

“Dear Mr Meade,

Adam will not be completing
the detention you gave him
yesterday as | told him not to
and he is more afraid of me
than he is of you.”

The 2016 Parent Survey
provided feedback that has
been very helpful as it enables
improvement and provides
reality checks. Many parents
provided detailed responses
with a clear rationale for

their suggestions. All that
was written proved to be
interesting and very useful,



both in seeing where we are
‘getting it right” and where
action is needed to improve.

As the next iteration of the
Strategic Plan document

is developed in 2017, with
oversight from a new
Headmaster, the results

from the 2016 survey will be
factored into discussions. The
number one reason parents
listed for choosing Hale for
their sons was directly related
to the School’s vision: the
breadth of opportunities for
the boys, followed by strong
academic results, the School’s
positive reputation and family
links. Top of the number two
reason list was ‘facilities’.

The reference to strong
academic results highlights
something of a challenge

to be addressed. Itis a

point of attraction for many

as noted in the survey but
anecdotal feedback through
the Registrar's Office and
other Hale families is that

the School is perceived as
being academically elite due
to entrance testing and so

on. This deters some families
from making an application.

| am sure many of you will
know families who have this
opinion. The fact is that around
30% of students currently

at Hale have places based

on academic merit. Year 1 to

4 entry is not via academic
merit. At Year 7 entry level,
siblings, sons and grandsons
of Old Boys, and boarders are
three groups who rightly are
guaranteed places and boys
who enter later than Year 7 are
not asked to sit a formal test
although their school reports
are examined. | am proud of
the expectations we have of
all boys to achieve to their
potential academically; indeed,
next year we are strengthening
our General course programme
enhancing the opportunities for
boys in Years 11 and 12. We
should not hide behind having
expectations and standards
and keeping boys accountable
to them. My experience
suggests students, boys
especially, like the clarity this
provides.

Back to the survey. When
asked for the five best
aspects of Hale, the academic
programme was number
one, followed by the culture/
values/community spirit, the
teaching staff, the facilities
and the pastoral care while
certain aspects of the
curriculum offerings, the
sport programme, staff and
communication were noted
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as areas in need of attention.
Interestingly, going co-ed did
not feature.

The final question asked
families to rate their ‘level of
satisfaction’ with the Hale
School experience. 61% of
respondents recorded their
rating as Very Satisfied,

28% as Satisfied. This is an
affirming result but is not one
that leads us to complacency.

This year, after an 18-month
planning period, we appointed
a Director of Innovation and
Research to oversee an
institute of the same name in
2017. It is an exciting initiative
and Mr Toby Trewin, who

will be taking on this role, is
already up to his ears with
projects and action research.
The topics under examination
are diverse: from an action
research project around
stand-up desks for primary age
students to involvement in an
international research project
on character education in
boys’ schools, from designing
virtual reality software to assist
in the learning of spelling to
establishing a learning lab to
enhance teaching and learning
techniques, from designing an
exciting integrated curriculum
in the Middle School to the
increasing scope of Hale
Future School, an online
initiative coordinated by
Michael Valentine, which is
gaining significant traction in
the rural schools in WA.

It is not just the educational
landscape that is changing.

So too are the expectations
on parents. In this day and
age it is hard being a parent,

it is far easier to be a friend.
Especially when responding to
the demands from home: “Can
| serve beer at my party?”,
“Can my girlfriend sleep over
tonight?”, “Can | have the
car?”, “Can | go to Bali for
Leavers?” (That one does my
head in!) “Can | have some
money?”, Can|...? Can |...?
Can I?

The weaponry a child can use
to support these demands
(not requests) can be alarming:
Isolation — “You are the only
parent who doesn’t let me..."”
Guilt — "You don’t love me."”
Threat — “If you don't let me,
I'll..." I 'am sure you can relate
to these or others.

As you move forward, as
parents you have to be
confident that the School has
the right values and approach
underpinning its actions just
as the School needs to be

confident that its values are
ones shared by you. While you
may not agree with every action
taken by the School, shared
values are vital. And where
there are doubts, please ask.

On a serious note, we
commenced the year mourning
the loss of one of our own,
Ben O'Donoghue, and in
recent months as a community
we have supported Frank
Pinder and his family following
the very serious incident that
occurred here at school. The
strength of the community
was tested and | thank you

for your support as staff

and students dealt with the
situation. Boys supported each
other, boys supported staff,
staff supported boys, parents
asked questions, sought and
offered assistance.

Frank has a long way to go in
his recovery and | know the

Hale community will continue
to offer support in the future.

At the end of this year, we
farewell the School Chaplain,
Fr Dougall Ethell, who dropped
in for three weeks to have

a look around and stayed

10 years, and Dr Dorothy
Colclough, who came on

a teacher exchange from
Melbourne in 2005 and pretty
much stayed ever since. Both
have added significantly to

the education of the heart
paradigm at Hale | spoke of
earlier and their contributions
have been enduring. Brigid
Henderson, Sue Tredget,
Meghan Simons and Andrew
Lam are also leaving us,
having completed shorter-term
contracts. | thank them all.

| must acknowledge the Senior
School Executive team with
whom | have worked closely
over an extended period. Their
commitment to this school is
enormous, they drive so much
of what goes on in the Senior
School, they don't count hours
and they have a common
purpose to make this school a
great one. | ask you to join me
in acknowledging all staff for
their efforts this year.

It has become customary to
announce the School Prefect
team for next year at this
point of proceedings. Before

I do, | wish to thank publicly
the efforts of this year's
prefects, especially the Captain
and Vice-Captain of School,
Mitchell Pratt and Xander
Clapin. These two young men
have been outstanding leaders
not only of the prefect team
but the entire student body.

Year in Review

All Hale
Stuart Meade

Headmaster 2003 - 2016

tuart Garrett Meade commenced as Hale School’s sixteenth
SHeadmaster in Term 1, 2003. He was pre-eminently the

man for the times. As change was the key note in this era,
Stuart Meade was the ideal leader for Hale because of his rare
capacity to deal simultaneously with multiple demands, both
immediate and long term, and to move between big picture vision
and strategy while attending patiently to the small details of the
school day, no less important. For Stuart and for Hale School in
2003, a complicated decade and a half lay ahead. The context
included increasing state and federal government demands over
curriculum and school standards and accountability to outside
authorities as never before, unprecedented challenges and
opportunities presented by technology and the need for schools
to have an ever more responsive and professional pastoral care
structure as society’s values shifted and changed and parents’
expectations with it.



As well as external change there were
internal shifts. The School achieved

its planned growth from 1200 to 1500
students in this time and Stuart’s capacity
to inspire trust, respect and affection from
students, parents and staff enabled Hale
School’s outstanding reputation to reach
new heights.

What were some of Stuart's qualities as

a Headmaster? It's hard to overestimate
the importance of the high-quality strategic
thinking and excellent planning that Stuart
brought to Hale. It enabled the School

to navigate its way through so many
simultaneous challenges.

The School’s reputation for being so well
organised, really well planned, applying
careful thinking to each new venture,
grew even stronger in Stuart’s era as this
characteristic of the School aligned with
Stuart’'s own managerial and leadership
preferences.

The work led by Stuart in 2005 to
determine and set out the School’s core
values and a new statement of purpose
and vision was well timed in his third year
as Head and paved the way for a series of
typically well-considered strategic plans,
which have maintained Hale's enviable
reputation.

The physical transformation of the School
has been substantial and always inspired
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by a shared vision for improved teaching
and learning. The Forrest Library precinct
with the adjacent 18 new classrooms

in F Block for the English, History and
Languages Departments is a case in point.
The Forrest Library with its ubiquitous
technology and glass walled, built-in
classrooms has become central to the
educational experiences of hundreds of
students and provided a new source of
vitality for the School. Because of Stuart's
desire always to include staff in careful,
consultative, collaborative planning, many
staff contributed to the design brief for
the new classroom block. Unsurprisingly,
there is a tangible sense of pride and
purposefulness in the shared experience
of staff and students in this important
precinct of the School. This is part of
Stuart Meade's outstanding legacy.

In response to the School’s planned
growth, Stuart led a school restructure,
both organisational and physical, creating
three sub-schools: Junior, Middle and
Senior. This was a distinctive moment in
the School's history. As always at Hale,
educational thinking and a change in
culture leads, then buildings may follow.
The context for the Middle School was
complex. First was the challenge that Year
7 rather than Year 8 had become WA's
accepted new entry point for post-primary
schooling. Secondly, Hale made the bold
decision to make Year 7 the entry point for
boarding. Thirdly, the pre-existing pastoral

care leadership and personal development
programme in Year 8 at Hale was a
success ready to be built upon. All three
factors paved the way for Hale's Middle
School. Stuart steered the School skilfully
through this period, introducing the credo
of ‘one school, one focus’, which was
instantly embraced by staff as a reminder
that sub-school individuality was just a
part of the greater whole, Hale School.
The Middle School building was opened
in 2010.

Stuart has overseen significant upgrades
to the Junior School such as the new
gymnasium, Art Room and the Learning
Hub, which are all exciting new settings
for students. However, Stuart's drive
always to achieve the best for Hale has led
to the completion of initial planning and
Board approval for an entirely new Junior
School with building commencing in 2017.

The new senior boarding house was
opened in January 2005 - a bold re-
commitment to boarding at a time when
student numbers in boarding schools
around Australia were in a holding pattern
or declining.

The new Aguatic Centre was opened

in 2014 and is a significant engineering
achievement given the site and the
provision of geothermal heating. With its
spacious layout, 10 lanes and water polo
pool, it is built for the future. As always,
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Stuart exercised careful judgement

over the decision to elevate this project
over others. What did it bring that was
new and worthwhile? The answer was
that it brought tremendous community
connection in that the Hale Swim School,
running year long, has 700 members
currently, most of whom are not Hale
students. Hale has won the swimming
‘inters’ from 2012 to 2016 and the new
Aguatic Centre has helped cement that
pattern. It is a great resource for the whole
school community.

Stuart’s written communication in
particular is always clear, vivid, precise
and leaves nothing ambiguous. This is

a real virtue in a Headmaster and pretty
rare in public life these days. Hale staff
and parents were the beneficiaries. A
corollary, for a man with high standards
and high expectations in the use of the
written word, was that the prospect of
thousands of individual, written subject
school reports, doubtless containing error,
caused him some anxiety. His position
was that every document emanating from
the School must be error free! And the
standard was being flouted at every report
period.

This led Stuart to spend a good few
minutes at many Wednesday morning
staff briefings stressing the need for
checking, re-checking and editing. He
impressed the English Department by
providing a brief mini lecture on the
correct use of the word "however’: never
just a joining word, it doesn’t mean ‘but’,
is to be used only after a full stop or semi
colon. However, the battle for correct
usage in written reports was lost; Stuart's
next move was to abolish written reports!

Stuart's avoidance of the spotlight and
intense reluctance to receive praise for his
achievements at Hale is legendary in the
School, yet it provides a living example

to students and staff of the humility and
care for others, rather than self, which
leaders ought to show. This aspect of
Stuart's character was a natural driver for
the expansion of service learning during
his tenure.
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In a typical day as Headmaster of this
large and complex school, Stuart submits
himself to the routines and demands of
the bell, which rule all teachers’ lives. For
example, he raced downstairs from his
office at 10.40am precisely every day to do
duty in the school canteen, greeting boys
and creating a sense of calm, orderliness
and good manners by his presence alone.
He taught a class every year, often Year
10 Commerce, Year 9 Justice, Money
and Markets or Personal Development.
Similarly he has coached the 8A rugby
team every year at Hale except his

first, giving those lucky youngsters the
guidance he previously gave as Australian
Schoolboys rugby team coach. These
instances attest to Stuart's leadership

by example and his determination to
contribute to the educational experience
of individual boys on a daily basis. He also
led at state and national level as a Board
member and national treasurer for AHISA,
as a member of the SCSA's Principals
Forum and as a valued AISWA principal.

Celebrating the School’s 150th anniversary
in 2008 was skilfully managed under
Stuart’s leadership, providing memorable
experiences for Haleians past and present.
As always in big Hale events there were
so many interested parties wanting to
contribute — Parents and Friends, Old
Haleians, staff and boys — and yet not
every idea could be followed. Stuart did a
masterful job in creating just enough, but
not too much, including the memorable
walk in single file of all current students
from the original Hale School building, the
Cloisters in St Georges Terrace in the city
centre, to the School’s Havelock Street
site in West Perth. This stopped the city in
its tracks briefly as a bit of its own history
was recreated.

He also supported a number of other
activities to bring the School’s history

and heritage into the boys’ minds. First,
the Bishop Hale Medal for outstanding
life-long public service by an Old Haleian
was introduced. It is presented in front of
the boys at Assembly, making the point
that the service learning they undertake at
School can, and should, lead to a lifetime
of community service and caring for

others. Secondly, Stuart commissioned a
new School song. This was a collaborative
effort involving students and staff with
Director of Music Su-Lyn Chong pulling it
all together. These are also part of Stuart’s
legacy.

Stuart is a man of great integrity whose
clear principles have given reassurance
and guidance to boys, parents and staff.
The recent words of a School parent say
it all:

“I have never been left
wondering what Hale has
stood for, or what yourself
and the school community
represent. The honesty and
transparency with which
you have tackled all facets
of Hale life — whether it be
a traumatic incident... or
the more common everyday
happenings of school life

— please know that your
approach has been valued
and appreciated. It is rare to
witness such overwhelming
respect for a school leader
from a whole school
community — from students,
parents, staff; and you have
gained this unreservedly.”

The School is indebted to Stuart for his
outstanding leadership as Headmaster
from 2003 to 2016.

The School is very appreciative of Susie
Meade's continuous involvement with

the School and her presence with Stuart
at countless School events for 14 years.

In particular Mrs Meade was a tutor in
Curriculum Support for many years, she
contributed to service learning and she
had a genuine connection with many boys,
staff and parents.

Thanks and good wishes are extended to
Stuart, Susie, Alex and Tom (a student at
Hale 2003 to 2010).

unsightly piece of jewellery.

Finally, faith is having the
confidence not just to look at
the beam of light but to look
through it to the sky beyond.
This is something which | see
all the time at Hale.

I think that, if you really think
about it, we all have faith

in something greater than
ourselves. We have faith in

our friends who have seen us
through the tough times and

the school community which

has been so supportive.

WITH PRIVILEGE COMES
RESPONSIBILITY

Who was it that first said this,
as | use it often in Chapel or as
part of Service Learning?

Some say Voltaire, Spider-
Man, Winston Churchill,
Theodore Roosevelt, Franklin
D. Roosevelt, Lord Melbourne,
John Cumming, Hercules,

G. R. Robinson, Henry W.
Haynes, anonymous...?

All of these used it in some
form or other, even in Spider-
Man. That heroic fantasy figure
was introduced in the August
1962 issue of the comic book
Amazing Fantasy. The words
were not spoken by the main
character, Peter Parker. They
were expressed as a caption
after the final words of Spider-
Man/Peter Parker.

“'My fault, all my fault.......
And a lean, silent figure slowly
fades into the gathering
darkness, aware at last that in
this world, with great power
there must also come — great
responsibility!”

But we find it spoken by
Jesus 2000 years ago in a
well-known Bible verse: Luke
12:48. The meaning was
somewhat different because
it did not mention power or
privilege. “From everyone
who has been given much,
much will be demanded, and
from the one who has been
entrusted with much, much
more will be asked.”

Jesus Himself tells us that
"everyone to whom much
was given, of him much will
be required”. The greater the
gifts, the greater the duty to
use them to benefit others.

What is the ‘responsibility’ of
those of us who have been
privileged by an education at
Hale School?

| think it can be summed up in
our School motto, ‘Duty’. Duty
to do three things in life: Duty
to love and be loved. Duty to
hate evil. Duty to hold on to
what is good.

What would duty look like
without love? What is mercy
when love is absent? What
does the gift of giving look

like without love? What does
teaching feel like if the person
teaching does not have love for
those in his or her class?

We live in a culture where
tolerance is the highest virtue
but we must remember that
there are some things that are
morally wrong and others that
are morally right.

It was Edmund Burke
who once said, “All that is
necessary for the triumph
of evil is that good men do
nothing.”

There is such a thing as “evil’
and there is such a thing as
‘good’.

Paul, when he wrote to that
small group of Christians

in Philippi, is a good filter

to determine what is good:
“Finally, brothers, whatever
is true, whatever is noble,
whatever is right, whatever
is pure, whatever is lovely,
whatever is admirable — if
anything is excellent or
praiseworthy — think about
such things.”

So at the end of 2016 we
remember that “With privilege
comes duty”.

The Reverend Dougall Ethell
Chaplain
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At the Commissioning Service for

Fr Dougall to become Hale School
Chaplain in July 2006, he was
charged with “keeping the rumour of
God alive”in the Hale community. In
an increasingly secular society that
meant making the issues of meaning
and purpose and destiny and ‘God’
relevant if we are to be true to our
Anglican foundation and Christian
commitment.

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Be it in chapel, on the water with his
rowing crew, taking a group of boys to
an Anglicare agency or to the Solomon
Islands on the Chaplain’s Pilgrimage, in
class as a RAVE teacher, on Prefects’
Camp in Dwellingup or just having a chat
in the quad or around the grounds, what
you see is what you get with Dougall. His
ability to ‘get the message across’ is well
known and boys of all ages relate to his
stories, his experiences and his caring
manner.

He cites his most embarrassing moment
at Hale as when he was asked one day to
lead the boys in the School Prayer at the
Senior School Assembly, a task normally
undertaken by the Captain of School. As
Dougall stood at the microphone, he did
so in silence, his way of getting the boys
to settle. As the settling time advanced,
little did they know Dougall had forgotten
the opening line of the School Prayer.
Eventually, after more than an appropriate
time in silence, he turned to David Bean,
standing to his left, and enquired after the
words he needed.

Fr Dougall is known to use the odd video
clip to enhance his chapel services.
However, on one occasion he decided to
take this "visual aid’ idea to his weekly
assembly spot, inviting a Chinese Dragon
troupe to perform at a Senior School
assembly to acknowledge Chinese New
Year. After bounding down the aisles

among the students, ‘spitting’ cabbage
leaves among the crowd, the dragon
dancers climbed onto the stage and
continued to dance, prance and spew
forth cabbage. The boys were enthralled.
Eventually the music ended, the dancing
stopped and the applause began - but so
did the dragons. Two minutes later, the
dragons slowed to a halt and again the
applause started — so did the dragons. And
so it went on. A five-minute spot went

to 10, 15, almost 20 minutes. The boys
remained polite but their applause waned
once the dragons encroached on their
lunch break. It was a memorable moment
for all present.

Dougall has served the Old Haleian
community selflessly, officiating at
baptisms, weddings and funerals of Hale
families, providing support and pastoral
care to many. His ability to convey
warmth, humour, empathy and love has
been appreciated by many, many families
over the years.

As Dougall rides off into the sunset on his
bright yellow Harley-Davidson motorbike,
he takes our sincere thanks for all he

has given to Hale School. He has given

of himself, his beliefs and his character
and we are richer for having had him
ministering in our community.

Junior School
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In addition to the typical
demands and activities of any
academic year, this year has
seen much of our attention
focused on planning the
rebuild of the Junior School.
Numerous meetings with
architects, clarifying our Junior
School teaching and learning
philosophy and vision, scoping
the grounds and exploring ideas
has created excitement and, of
course, the occasional moment
of anxiety as we plan for the
future. There has been a lot to
discuss over the past 10 or so
months. However, the process
did begin five years ago when
we planned for the construction
of the Art Room. It was during
this process that architects
challenged us to think about
our vision for educating boys
and what the future may hold,
not just for the next five years
but for the next 10, 20, even
30 years and beyond. This
step in the design of the Art
Room was the catalyst for the
Junior School redevelopment
master plan. It is this plan that
has helped us set some key
foundations for the design of
the new Junior School.

Alongside this process, the
staff have also been talking
about an approach we have
called, ‘Prepare, Teach,
Connect’. The Prepare, Teach,
Connect philosophy has also
had some significant impact
on the design of the Junior
School as the architects
embraced what we were trying
to achieve, whilst ensuring the
new buildings have enough
flexibility to be responsive to
the future.

Through Prepare, Teach,

Connect we are aiming to:

. psychologically and
physiologically prepare the
boys for learning through
physical activity and
music;

e  explicitly teach the
content and skills the
boys need to access the
curriculum and explore
ideas;

. connect the content and
skills with rich, real-life
experiences that provide
opportunities for inquiry,

collaborative learning and
entrepreneurial projects.

The design of the new Junior
School buildings will enable this
approach by providing spaces
that are flexible enough to
adapt to these elements on a
daily basis, as required, at any
point in time.

Building is due to commence in
January 2017 with construction
being completed in two cleverly
planned stages. The whole
project is expected to take 20
months to complete.

This year has seen the
Learning Hub continue to
evolve. As our Learning Hub
Coordinator, Vanessa Hallett
states: “More than merely an
interesting physical space, the
Learning Hub is the home of
an exciting way of thinking,
enhancing wonderment and
curiosity in our celebration of
the love of rich and authentic
learning, collaboration and
creativity!” On a daily basis we
see the boys experimenting
and exploring with technology
such as robotics, Osmos

and Makey Makeys. Library
Technician, Michelle Falconer,
continues to oversee and
manage the book collection,
responding to the many
requests of our avid readers.
Vanessa, however, is out in the
classrooms, working alongside
the teachers in a team teaching
environment where she
develops thinking frameworks
that the boys can use in their
learning.

It has been very exciting to see
the Hub evolve, grow, develop
and respond to the needs of
the boys and teachers. It is still
a place that promotes a love of
literature, but it is also a place
that just simply inspires!

This is the first year the
Chinese (Mandarin) language
programme has been
implemented across the whole
Junior School. Chinese Teacher
Andy Tan and the assistants
from the Confucius Institute
have developed a programme
that focusses on conversational
Chinese as well as exploring
the culture, history and political
structure of China. A credit to
Andy's work is the growing
demand for Chinese as the
boys move through the School.

We had some exciting
results in various interschool
competitions. Our teams were
runners-up in two academic
challenge competitions: the da
Vinci Decathlon and Academic
All Stars. We had prize winners
in national Mathematics
competitions, including Luke
Phillips (Year 6) topping
Western Australia in the ICAS
Mathematics Competition.

A very exciting finish at the
interschool athletics saw Hale
finish second. We were runner-
up at the State Primary Schools
Triathlon Championships

held at Champion Lakes.

Most importantly, however,

is the continued praise our
boys receive regarding their
sportsmanship and fair play in
all sporting endeavours.

A number of new staff joined
us this year, predominantly

a result of some teachers

on leave for 2016. Andrea
Oostdam (Year 5), John
Howman (Year 6), Daniel Cadby
(Sportsmaster) and Andy Tan
(Chinese Teacher) joined the
teaching team. Linda Firth and
Catherine Thompson supported
the boys as Education
Assistants. Miss Cheng Zhang
from the Confucius Institute
replaced Zhenyu Wang who
returned to China in August
after 18 months at Hale.

As we move into 2017, we
have some exciting challenges
ahead. The most obvious is
the Junior School rebuild and
ensuring the impact of the
day-to-day functioning of the
School is ‘business as usual’.
Change and the thought of the
unknown can be unsettling. |
am genuinely confident that the
Junior School will continue to
thrive while the building is in
progress. Why? Because we
know that what goes on inside
the classrooms, in lessons
and the relationships between
teachers and students is what
really matters.

It all
culminated in a Science Fair,
with the younger students
parading through the Year

6 rooms to hear about

the findings and see the
experiments that had been
conducted.

The second half of the year
featured two outstanding

Firstly the musicians
escaped to the cold
temperatures of Bridgetown
to prepare for a Star Wars
inspired mid-year concert. This
was a prelude to all of Year

6 escaping to the beautiful
Karri forests of Pemberton.

CHINESE

introduced in 2015 to students
from Years 1 to 3, Chinese has
since been rolled out across
the whole school, making it
the sole second language to be
taught at Hale Junior School.

There's little debate that there have been

both in and out of the classrooms. The
common language, the singular focus, the
exploration of the various components and
the exemplars provided have been both
educational and engaging. As we pause
and look back on another highly successful
year in the life of the Middle School, | hope
you view the following pages through the
‘top bloke' filter.

COMMUNITY

Schools are more than just a location
for academic exploration, they also
serve as the central point for building a
positive culture. As such, the value of
positive day-to-day interactions cannot
be underestimated. These interactions,
as well as the development of positive
relationships and connectedness to
school, are the cornerstone of what we
do in the Middle School. Together these

build the strong sense of community

that is a hallmark of our daily life.

e  This year a number of Year 12
Prefects have offered their time
and expertise in guiding the
abovementioned Student Council.
Under the direction of the Captain
of School Mitchell Pratt, James
Dingley, Harrison Clapé, Julian
Atlas and Matthew Hyde were
weekly attendees at the Council
meetings. In doing so a number of
highly successful initiatives were
established. These included the
inaugural Middle School Floorball
competition and the creation of a

Student Council mission statement.
Councillors have also been successful
in establishing systems around the
‘Quote of the Week’, the Middle
School bell and they have also been
recently involved in designing a

more contemporary Middle School
classroom.

e Annual favourites — such as the
Pastoral Care Talent Quest, which
was won by 7.4/7.6 (in a tie) and
8.4, as well as the tug-of-war, where
7.2 and 8.4 dominated — offer our
students an opportunity to further
establish the bonds that exist within
the Pastoral Care Groups. These
relatively simple events galvanise
friendships and further strengthen
the notions of teamwork and
collaboration.

e Similarly, the annual Lap-a-thon,
which occurs in Term 4, further
fosters our sense of community.

Not only does this event help us

to raise funds for our major charity,
RideAid, it also acts as an opportunity
for our boys to reflect on how our
community can help others who
might be less fortunate. Over the
course of one afternoon the Middle
School students walk an estimated
8,000 laps on Craig Oval and in doing
so we raise approximately $10,000
for students in Cambodia.

CO-CURRICULAR

As educators, time and time again we are
reminded that an outstanding academic
profile alone is not indicative of a well-
rounded student. We understand that

it is unacceptable to just provide the
opportunities for students to achieve
good academic results, we must also
actively promote the benefits of a wider
curriculum to students. The co-curriculum,
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meaning any activities that fall outside
the traditional academic domain, are
equally valued at Hale School. As a result,
we offer a comprehensive range of co-
curricular activities, be it sports, societies,
clubs and competitions. We encourage
students to recognise the value of these
activities as part of their development.

®  During the second week of the
Term 1 holidays, 40 Year 8 students
and four staff members went on
the annual Middle School Canberra
Tour. As has been the case since
its inception, the tour was an
outstanding success with numerous
highlights. These included a moving
Dawn Service, a meeting with
Victoria Cross recipient and Old
Haleian Ben Roberts-Smith (1995),
tours of New and Old Parliament
House and a wreath-laying service
at the War Memorial to name just
a few. The boys were outstanding
ambassadors for the School, their
families and themselves and we
received numerous comments
from the general public about their
manners and their engagement in the
experiences that were offered.

®  Learning the skills of debating
offers profound and lasting benefits.
With its emphasis on critical
thinking, effective communication,
independent research and teamwork,
debating teaches skills that serve
individuals well in school and in
fulfilling their responsibilities as
citizens of democratic societies.
This year the Middle School Pastoral
Care Group debating season was
particularly successful. The first topic
for debate was, “Students should be
allowed to use mobile phones during
school”. As expected, the arguments
on the affirmative and negative
side were both well-structured and
passionate. It was extremely pleasing
to see so many of the boys getting
involved and supporting the house
debating competition.

e On 16 June the Music and Drama
Centre was filled to capacity
as we held the annual Middle
School Music Night. This is one
of the many highlights on a very
busy and productive Hale School
Music calendar. As expected, the
performances were outstanding and
highly entertaining. It was heart-
warming to see that the hard work
and dedication that is involved in
many, many hours of rehearsals paid
dividends.

. Drama has a prominent place within
the Middle School and this year there
were a number of notable plays.
Most recently the production of
The Witches, directed by Ms Helen
Mclntosh, caught the imagination of
all who were lucky enough to attend
one of its performances. Over many
weeks the following students worked
tirelessly crafting their characters:

e At Hale School we firmly believe
that Outdoor Education camps
that are properly conceived,
adequately planned, well taught
and effectively followed up offer
students opportunities to develop
their knowledge and skills in unique
ways that add value to their everyday
experiences in the classroom. In the
Middle School both the Year 7 Camp
in Dwellingup and the Year 8 Camp in
Margaret River provide opportunities
and activities that might occasionally
push our boys slightly out of their
comfort zones, while at the same
time exposing them to opportunities
for personal growth. This year, under
the watchful eyes of the highly
regarded Outdoor Education team,
the Middle School students mountain
biked, abseiled, rock climbed,
cooked, canoed and navigated their
way through some of Western
Australia’'s most picturesque natural
environments. In doing so, they
further developed their understanding
of leadership, teamwork, organisation
and the notion of personal challenge.

PASTORAL CARE

Considerable research demonstrates
strong relationships with teachers can
significantly facilitate a student’s academic
engagement, work ethic, commitment

to learning and ultimately their school
success. This is because relationships

and emotional processes affect how and
why young people learn. The evidence
therefore strongly supports the need

for effective pastoral care policies and
practices and in the Middle School we
have a highly refined model that ensures
that student wellbeing is closely monitored
and highly valued. The following events
support the outstanding guidance offered
by the staff in the Middle School:

*  On the last day of Term 3, every
Middle School boy was given
the opportunity to participate in a
community service project. With
the working title of ‘The Butterfly
Effect’, the idea is to give our boys
a meaningful, real-world connection
with their local community that
we hope inspires them to explore
ways that they can make a positive
difference in the lives of others. In its
second year, this event was another
resounding success. Some of the
activities the boys participated in
were: performing in a musical concert
and hosting afternoon tea for local
aged care residents, baking cookies
for the homeless and packaging
personal hygiene hampers for the
residents at St Bartholomew House.

e This year the Middle School has
launched an initiative to facilitate the
recognition of positive behaviours —
the ‘Above and Beyond’ postcards.

The commendation postcards

have been awarded to students

who demonstrated significant
achievements in any domain of
school life. The only stipulation was
that the achievement must be ‘above
and beyond’ the normal expectations
that already exist within the Middle
School.

. In 2014, the Middle School adopted
Hope Preparatory School in East
London, South Africa as our charity.
This commitment has continued
again this year. The School currently
operates with approximately 200
students from Year 1 through to
Year 7. Sadly, these children are
either infected, affected or orphaned
by HIV/AIDS and live below the
poverty line. As such, our support
is greatly appreciated and can
make a significant difference to
the running of the school. We have
held a number of fundraising events
over the year and we have raised
in excess of $3000 to support this
wonderful cause.

ACADEMIC

WB Yeats once said, “Education is not the
filling of a pail, but the lighting of a fire.”

In the Middle School, whilst we want
each boy to flourish both in and out of

the classroom, we also understand that
academic progress is central to the life

of Hale School. As such, the curriculum,
extending well beyond the requirements
of the National Curriculum, is well-
grounded and ambitious, which seeks to
evoke a desire in each of our students that
is built around personal excellence. While
we remain most proud of our students
who give 100% in each and every lesson,
we also come together and celebrate
moments of academic excellence. Here
are a few examples from across the 2016
academic year:

. Eight Middle School students enjoyed
success at the state division of the
da Vinci Decathlon. Held at Wesley
College, the students competed
in a full-day event against some of
the brightest minds in the State.
Students competed across 10
disciplines: engineering, mathematics
and chess, code breaking, art and
poetry, science, English, philosophy,
creative producers, cartography and
general knowledge. Under the expert
tutelage of Mr Vaswani, the Year 8
team was victorious; a wonderful
endorsement of their skills and the
hard work they have put in during
training.

School boys are beginning

to conceptualise their place

in the world around them.

By providing them with the
opportunity to explore ‘service’
in an authentic, supportive

and structured environment,
we are more likely to make a
lasting impact on their future
commitment to helping others.

Further, evidence shows us
that giving to others is related
directly to good physical and
mental health (Post, 2005;
Post and Neimark, 2008;
Steger et al., 2008a) and

so, with well over 100 boys
eagerly volunteering each
year for Service Learning, we
are heartened by the positive
impact this is having on our
boys.

e  This year, we have once
again worked closely
with our friends at the
Siena Centre for students
with special needs at
Holy Rosary School in
Doubleview. | continue
to be delighted by the
care, patience and
kindness shown by our
boys on these occasions.
A highlight of the year
is the lunch we host in
the pavilion followed by
games on Craig Oval.

. Further involvement
included helping in the
Hale Junior School with
robotics classes for the
younger students, art
room preparation and
before-school training.

e James Brown Aged Care
Facility in Osborne Park
has also been a popular
choice each Thursday
after school where they
would often sit and

RETREAT

In New
Norcia itself, we hear about the
life and times of a Benedictine
Monk, as well as participate in
meditation sessions, explore
the town'’s historical buildings,
the cemetery and museum.
This gives context to where
we are before we move to our
philosophical discussions on
personal values, the meaning
of integrity and finding our
identity. Within the programme
we also ensure that there are
many opportunities for the
boys to have some downtime,
to share laughs, games and
have fun with their peers.

One of the more popular
activities is one where we lie
outside at night and stargaze,

allowing us the opportunity to
ponder life, the universe and
everything!

Whilst there is no doubt the
boys come home with more
questions than answers, we
know their time in New Norcia
leaves a positive and lasting
memory.

SUMMER SPORT

The Middle School boys hit
the ground running in 2016.
On the back of just one
training session, the boys
went into battle against Scotch
College. After a few weeks of
movement between grades
(and sports in some cases!),
teams began to settle and gel.

Our basketball teams had less
than successful seasons in
Term 1 with 8C the only team
to break even with their win/
loss record. However, the Year
7 Term 1 results certainly didn’t
put anyone off basketball as
we had record numbers (71)
signing up to play in Term 4.

No doubt as a direct result of
the exposure of the 'T20 Big
Bash' on free-to-air television
over summer, our cricket
numbers soared in Term 1.
With 63 Year 7 boys and 48
Year 8s taking up cricket, it
quickly took the mantle from
basketball as most popular
summer sport at Hale.

Our Middle School teams
performed well throughout the
term with every team — with
the exception of the 8Cs —
winning more games than they
lost. The 8As and 7Cs were the
most successful teams with
five and six wins respectively.
Interestingly, numbers dropped
significantly in Term 4 in Year

7 with only 38 boys electing to
stay with cricket.

Rowing numbers were again
on the rise as we had nearly
40 Year 8 boys sign up to

row in Term 1. Improving and
developing fitness is a key
ingredient of the Year 8 rowing
programme and a few boys
got a little more than they
bargained for as they put their
bodies to the test throughout
the term. The boys were again
put through some important
safe boat-handling skills in the
first few weeks and were then

instructed on the techniques of
scull oar rowing both in quads
and sculls. Alternating between
the school gym for their fitness
work and Cygnet Hall for

their technique sessions, the
boys have certainly laid the
foundations for a successful
start to 2017.

The annual Trogs Iron Man
was won this year in Under

13 by George Stewart (Year

7) and the Under 14 by Ben
Johnson (Year 8). The Hale
Swim Champs were held as
a twilight meet under lights
again; in the Under 13 age
group James Lantzke, George
Stewart and Fraser Bytheway
finished first, second and third
respectively in the Champion
Boy. In the Under 14 age group,
Joshua Edwards-Smith was
named Champion Boy with
Tom White runner up and Tallis
Davies in third place. The PSA
Swimming Championships
saw Hale School (1094.5
points) take out the title for the
fourth year in a row over arch
rival in the pool Christ Church
Grammar School (943 points).
Trinity College (750 points)
finished in third place. Joshua
Edwards-Smith (Year 8) broke
the Under 15 50m Backstroke
PSA Record with a time of
31.23.

In tennis the 8As and Bs each
had five wins apiece, only
losing once to Agquinas. All
other Middle School tennis
teams won more games than
they lost. Year 7 student Joshua
Blundell-Williams was selected
to represent Western Australia
at the Bruce Cup tennis
competition in Albury.

Our volleyball teams were
again competitive across the
three grades with the 7/8/9As
and Bs winning at least 50 per
cent of their matches, whilst
the 7/8/9Cs won the two
matches.

Water polo continues to

not only be popular with the
boys but it is certainly one of
our more successful sports
right throughout the grades
indicating a great depth of
talent. The 7/8/9As, Bs and Cs
each had five wins and just
the one loss, while the D team
went through undefeated.

WINTER SPORT

In the House Cross Country
this year the top three place
getters in Year 7 were Fraser
Bytheway, Eyza Muri and
Jacob Hemley while in the
Year 8 event Joshua Edwards-
Smith, Jak Tozawa and Kyiah
O’'Donohue finished first,
second and third respectively.
In the PSA Cross Country our
junior team finished in fifth
position. It was again great to
see that the culture of Middle
School boys running with

the senior boys on Saturday
mornings continues to grow.

This year we had 112 boys
partake in Year 7 and 8 football,
which equates to a third of all
Middle School boys. Our results
across all teams indicate that
we continue to be strong in this
popular winter code. The Year
8As, 7As and 7Bs all had six
wins from 10 games while the
7Bs had a 50% win-loss ratio.

Our hockey numbers remained
fairly consistent to previous
years. Under the watchful

eye of Mr Bausor our 8A boys
were again one of our more
successful hockey teams
finishing with eight wins from
11 games. The 8Bs won three
and lost three, 7As won four
and lost eight while the 7Bs
went through the season
undefeated.

In Middle School rugby the
8A side finished with a 5-5
win-loss ratio for the season.
Justin Landman was awarded
the Best and Fairest player,

Nicholas Burgess the Best
Team Man and Ben Powell
the Most Improved. The 7As
performed strongly throughout
the season winning 10 games
and losing just the one. Walter
James Seymore was awarded
the Fairest and Best trophy.

Soccer was again a popular
choice for boys through winter.
Our teams were relatively
successful with all sides at
least breaking even in terms of
wins and losses. The 8As and
7Bs were the best performing
teams with eight wins each
while the 7As and 7Cs recorded
seven wins and one draw.

The annual PSA Interschool
Athletics Carnival was held

at AK Reserve on Friday 9
September. Overall as a school
Hale placed third (1530 points),
10 points behind Aquinas
(1540 points) and Alcock
Shield winners Scotch College
(1609.5 points). In the Under
13 age group the recipient

of the Champion Boy award
was Walter James Seymore,
Mitchell Barron was runner up
and Jacob Hemley was third.
In the Under 14s the Champion
Boy was John Ibukunoluwa,
runner up was James Vercoe
and in third place was Harry
Boden. Year 8 student Seth
Roberts was runner up
Champion Boy in the Under 15
age group.

Finally, sport at Hale School
could not happen without the
help of our coaches, managers,
officials, administrators, kitchen
staff and supportive parents
and friends of the Hale School
community on the sidelines.
On behalf of the boys, thank
you to all.

The Old Boys also talk of the
special relationships with teachers that
were at times tumultuous but always with
respect for the educational and life lessons
that they provided.

Enjoy the official record of the Cygnet
2016. Congratulations to all students,
staff and families, all of whom should

be proud to call themselves part of the
Hale community. Some of the diverse
experiences and highlights in which the
boys have immersed themselves outside
of the classroom have included:

. House activities that provide a
‘real’ opportunity for leadership and
mixing of year groups to enhance
the boys' sense of belonging.

Class extension, tutoring and
Homework Club, which provide
support/extension to countless
students. These are not part of any
co-curricular commitment of the
staff but are willingly undertaken by
teachers who want their students to
achieve their best.

PSA sport maintains it prominence
in the school culture from Years 7
to 12 in all sports and all levels of
participation. PSA sport remains a
significant point of difference with
the seven PSA schools. At Hale,
sport is not compulsory after Year
9. The fact that over 85% of boys
represent the school sport teams
speaks of their commitment to the
programme and to each other.

SPEECH DAY
ADDRESS

| stand before you in the final
hour of my time as a Hale boy.
| stand here for what is likely to
be my last time on this stage
and | stand now relieved to
have finally stood for the last
time to say ‘school’ (I'm sure
you'll have fun with that next
year!). Yet I'm also at a loss to
be standing now on the verge
of giving my final address to
you, you boys who have been
more than just mates to me
but who have been brothers
as well.

It's hard for me to suppress
the mix of emotions that are
coursing through me at this
moment. Elation and triumph
at having finally finished my
schooling? Despondency

at now being forced to

leave these halls and these
grounds? Or simply regret
that Hale wasn't able to follow
Guildford's lead and introduce
co-education during my time
here?! Yet it is harder still for
me to express in words what
this day means and figuring
out how to voice my sinking
realisation that | am about

to leave this school and all
those in it. | recognise that for
most of the boys today what
I'm saying may indeed sound
quite ridiculous because |

can remember myself sitting
where you sit now and being
almost overwhelmed at how
long | still had to go. Dreading
the fact that | would have to
relearn differentiation, organic
chemistry and practically the
entire physics course in the
New Year.

But please, don't be fooled
by the labours and challenges
which stand between you and
your valedictory because they
will come and go faster than
one of Mr Audino’s double
period physics spiels, | can
assure you. So be sure to
steal a moment for yourself
when those challenges begin
to mount, to find time when
there doesn’'t seem to be any
spare, to simply appreciate
those challenges for the
opportunities that they are.
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And perhaps when you're

in the same position as me,
you'll come to find that the
sweat you shed in the doing
of those labours is in truth far
more meaningful and far more
significant than the hollow
rewards that await you at your
final destination.

Because your time here at Hale
is worth far more than the final
Year 12 certificate that you'll
receive, more than the sad

Old Haleians' hat which you'll
reluctantly accept and certainly
worth more than the awkward
goodbyes you'll give to all your
teachers. Being a Haleian is far
more profound and far more
significant than simply donning
the double blue, listening out in
classes, or tagging along in the
occasional sports fixture. No,
being a Haleian far surpasses
the individual’s involvement.

It holds out the prospect of
becoming a part of something
larger and greater than oneself
and finding in oneself qualities
which you may not yet know
that you possess.

So | dedicate this to you boys,
to the greatness in you and to
the Haleian creed which you
embody, whether you have
just begun your time here or
you're staring down your final
year: dare to be different,

dare to make mistakes and
don’'t be afraid of committing
yourselves to the School. It is
only at that stage, when you
are most vulnerable, that you
will be able to appreciate those
brothers who will stand by
you and it is only then that you
will be able to realise your full
capacity. So chase whatever
your passion may be with

all of your tenacity, without
reservation, and remember
that in whatever code of
practice you may pursue here
at Hale, whilst at times your
path may seem singular, your
journey is shared and the bond
of mateship and comradery
which you forge here is
eternal.

Yet knowing that your

time here is finite begs

the question, how will you
remember your final years

at this school? If I'm to leave
you with any words of advice
before | leave it will be this. It
may sound clichéd but | believe
that we all have our own
calling in life and whilst it may
be that yours is yet to present
itself, have faith that it will. You
see our paths through life were
never meant to be certain,
were never meant to be easy
and it's better that it isn't

and you're better for it that

it's not. An easy life is often

a simple one and you are all
men capable of leading gallant,
great and compassionate lives.
On your path you my well hear
all kinds of things said about
you but throw that aside and
do not lesser yourselves for

a path less arduous where

the journey is easy and the
challenges few. Do not pray
for an easy path but pray to be
stronger men.

Then once you find your

path learn to trust and back
yourself into every challenge.
Too often I've found myself
shrinking rather than rising

up in the face of uncertainty.
So | know as well as anyone
else that sometimes we

may become so afraid of
being vulnerable, of exposing
ourselves to the judgement of
others when we take a chance
that we end up depriving
ourselves of any opportunity
to succeed. Instead of timidity
we must be bold and learn to
take confidence in our own
capability and afford, not deny,
ourselves the opportunity to
succeed.

These opportunities that |
often ramble on about are all
around you and will present
themselves in all shapes and
forms, some large and some
small. Do not discard those
that appear small because
doing the little things right
builds character and as for

the larger opportunities, do
not feel overwhelmed by
them and never let your fear
of them dictate how and

why you act. It is better to

fail daringly than to watch

on by in idle complacency.
Now I'm not telling you to do
everything, to join choir, chess,
drama and athletics, rather

I'm encouraging you to find
your element, whatever or
wherever that may be. So keep
a clear mind and keen eye,
don’t be afraid to do and never
be afraid of doing it scared.

So | lay down the gauntlet

to you, to face head on any
challenge that comes your
way and embrace it for the
opportunity that it is. Inevitably
though, when you then find
yourself struggling to keep a
cool head and things seem
to be spiralling out of control,
know that hardship is not
something you should avoid
and believe me that is easier
said than done. This then
brings me to my final word
of advice: the importance

of being resilient. Sooner or

later you'll discover that life is
not biased, it's not lenient, it
doesn’t matter who you are or
who you know or where you
come from; life isn't easy for
any of us. It's not a question
of if you will encounter rough
times or of how long they will
last for, rather it's a question
of what you will do and how
well you will do it when you're
down on your luck and the
weight of the world seems
pressed against you.

So in all your endeavours
stand true to what is right,
stand up for those who can't
themselves, work daringly and
live graciously, be bold, be
brave and be resilient.

To the teachers, the mentors
of the boys of this school,

you often don't receive the
credit that you deserve and

| know that we boys don’t
say it enough — and frankly
that's just how guys are — but
I'd like to extend our thanks
on behalf of all the boys, for
all the time you've set aside
ignoring food, sleep and your
personal life just so that little
Johnny can come in at lunch
and plead that in actual fact
he does deserve extra marks
for question seven. | honestly
believe, however, that you all
embody the ethos of Hale and
uphold its values in an equal
respect to us boys. You share
our sense of school pride, you
understand our creed of duty
and you more than anyone else
know what it means to serve
for the betterment of others
and not simply for the benefit
of yourself. So thankyou.

Finally, to the boys of this
school and to the Year 11s, to
Lachie Ranson and your team
in particular, the year is yours
and will be whatever you make
of it, therefore do not pray for
tasks to equal your powers,
but pray for powers to equal
your tasks. The baton has been
passed to you to bear and as
the new leaders of our great
school your time has come

to add to Hale the gravity of
your accomplishments and

the unbounding nature of your
compassion.

The aim for 2016 was to create a vibrant
learning environment where enthusiasm,
creativity and a committed work ethic
would be the accepted norm for boys
studying visual arts at Hale School.

With the school year quickly into full swing,
the focus for all the Art teachers was to
quickly introduce the boys to their art
projects, the selected artists of study and
possible design development avenues they
would pursue. With initial research and
design work completed, the boys moved
quickly to develop the skills and processes
to be used in their production work. As

the projects progressed, it wasn't long
before the creative ideas of the boys were
resulting in the completion of resolved
artworks that highlighted a high level of
creativity and art-making skills.

As the artworks by class groups were
completed, rolling displays of the boys'
work were held in the Forrest Library foyer
and the Art Department foyer. These small
displays provided the opportunity for the
boys’ peers, teaching staff and members of
the wider Hale School community to view,
critiqgue and acknowledge their work.

Semester 1 passed all too quickly with the
feeling within the department that time was
once again against them, as the demands
on the boys to make full use of class time
increased.

Semester 2 began with the boys displaying
a renewed sense of urgency. All boys were
now under significant pressure to complete
as many artworks as possible to exhibit in
the Student Art Exhibition to be held in the
MAD centre early in Term 3.

The Year 12 art studio was a busy place in
Semester 1 but it became a hive of activity
in Semester 2. The Year 12-only work space
enabled these senior Art students to leave
their work set up after each lesson, gaining
many valuable hours of working time. It also

provided a learning environment where the
boys could socialise and interact together
on Friday afternoons. It enabled them to
devote many extra hours to resolving their
work and also to have regular opportunities
to discuss the progress of their work with
their peers and the teaching team.

The opening night of the Student Art
Exhibition early in Term 3 focussed on
celebrating the achievements of the

Year 12 Art students. The MAD Centre
foyer was transformed into an exhibition
space of professional standard. The
exhibition was opened by Art Committee
Year 12 Scholarship recipient Angus
Gregg. Angus used the opportunity to
highlight to the guests the benefits he
gained from studying Art through to Year
12. He encouraged the younger boys in
the audience to continue to select Art

as a subject to study as they progress
through Hale School. The exhibition was a
wonderful success and a great affirmation
of the Hale School community by having so
many parents, relatives and friends of the
boys from all year levels make the effort to
support and acknowledge the work of all
the Hale School Art students.

Late in the year the School received
notification from the Art Gallery of Western
Australia that Max Evangelisti and Finley
White were successful in having their
artworks selected for the prestigious 2016
Perspectives Exhibition. The selection

of Max’s and Finley's artworks was a
wonderful acknowledgement of creativity
and art making skills evident in both boys’
works.

for the overall athletics

2016 was another outstanding
year for our boarders. The
boys were superbly led by a
group of Year 12s who were
passionate and enthusiastic in
their leadership of the house.
Importantly, they set high
standards for the younger
boys and were positively
involved in all aspects of
boarding and school life. It
was great to welcome our
new Year 7 boys and their
families to boarding as well as
a handful of new boys to the
senior boarding house.

The boarders’ Academic
Peer Support programme
continued into its second year
and with a move to 7.30pm
every Sunday, proved to be
another important avenue
for our senior boarders to
assist and connect with the
junior boarders. The Year 12s
worked with the Year 9s, the
Year 11s with the Year 8s,
and the Year 10s with the
Year 7s. The connections
and relationships between
senior and junior boys that
have developed during the
course of the year have been
invaluable.

The boarding Personal
Development Programme,
now in its second year,
continued to evolve in 2016.
Our Year 9 boys were involved

in their own fundraising
activity as part of their
programme on Community.
It started with a focus on the
boarding community in Term
1, the school community

in Term 2 and the wider
community in Term 3. The
highlight of the programme
was the Sports Wheelchair
WA challenge in Week 9 of
Term 3. All of the boys (and
some boarding staff) spent
half a day in a wheelchair
both in the boarding house
and at school. The week-long
event culminated in a game
of wheelchair basketball on
the Friday night. The boys
raised $14,590 which beat
the 2015 Year 9's amazing
effort of $13,411 — simply

an outstanding result by this
year's group. Most importantly
they have continued the
awareness within the Hale
community about the day-
to-day challenges people in
wheelchairs face. The Year
10s enjoyed a programme
based on ‘relationships’

with the boys put to the test
hosting a formal dinner in
Term 4 for Year 10 boarders
from St Mary's. Many of our
Year 12s completed a barista
course, RSA Certification
and a handful of boys were
successful in attaining their
Recreational Skippers' Ticket.

During the year, boarding
staff attended many of the
agricultural shows including
Dowerin, Wagin, Newdegate,
Karratha, Esperance and
Albany. It is a great
opportunity for staff to meet
with parents and families —
past, present and future. One
of the many highlights of the
trip was visiting the Stoate
family on their station at Anna
Plains. We were welcomed
with a cup of tea and given

a tour that included a stop at

the pristine Eighty Mile Beach.

The scale of their operation
and the natural beauty of the
location were simply amazing.
It was terrific to see where
Tim Stoate (Year 12 Wilson)
lives and to come back to
the boarding house and chat
to him about it. The ‘Bank
Manager's tour’ of Paddy and
Sharon Barber's farm near
Gibson in Esperance in Term
4 was another wonderful
afternoon spent with a great
Hale family.

We welcomed five exchange
boys from Sydney and

South Africa in Term 3. The
student exchange programme
was a very successful and
worthwhile venture for all
involved. This year also saw
two of our Year 10 boys
spend Term 2 in Sydney at
the Kings School with two of

their students joining us in
Term 3. Hale sent two boys to
Sydney in Term 2 and three of
our students spent Term 4 in
South Africa.

The inaugural Boarders’
Farmers’ Market was held

on Father’s Day in Term 3. It
was an outstanding morning
and showcased not only the
superb produce from the
farms and regions of our
boarding families but also the
strong community spirit that
we have at Hale School and
in particular in boarding. The
market was months in the
planning with countless hours,
scores of emails and many
meetings by parents and staff
to make it all happen. Our
wonderful boarding parents
and families donated all of the
produce and offered time to
set up or run a stall on the day.
It was simply an outstanding
Hale community event. In
Term 4, Matthew Hyde (Year
12 Wilson) presented the
Leukaemia Foundation of WA
with a cheque for $12000,
which was another great
result from the market.

A significant achievement this
year was Hale School having
seven indigenous students
undertaking their final year

of school, which was our
largest number of Year 12
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indigenous graduates in any
year since Hale's Indigenous
Scholarship Programme
commenced in 1998. Gordon
Narrier and Jimmy Egan
completed their Certificate IlI
Teaching Assistant and Kobe
Winmar won the Careerlink
Automotive Student of the
Year. It was also pleasing

to see four of the seven
students undertake the ATAR
pathway and all are likely to
gain university entrance. Our
new scholarship recipients in
Brine House made a smooth
transition into boarding and
school and with the rest

of our indigenous students
participated in the Future
Footprints events including
the annual Welcome to
Country at Kings Park, the
mid-term camps at various
locations, the Black & White
Social, UWA Careers Expo,
socials, Woodside's ‘Day
Out’ Breakfast and the Year 8
Discovery Day at UWA.

Faulkner House retained the
Cock House Cup with a great
win in the athletics, whilst
Wilson House finished in
second place having claimed
the cross country trophy
earlier in Term 3. The House
Arts Cup saw both houses
participate with typical
enthusiasm and competitive
spirit! Faulkner had a surprise

first place in the artwork task
with Year 12 Kai de Lacy
body-painted as an ancient
warrior complete with shield
and sword. Both of our House
choirs and bands performed
solidly but achieved slightly
lower rankings than previous
years.

Some minor renovations
commenced in Brine House
in Term 4, with the main foyer
and prep rooms to receive a
make-over. The Brine House
boys, under the supervision
of Mr Steenekamp, have
enjoyed being involved in
the building project, learning
all about brick walls, steel
beams and roofing. The new
multi-purpose area will be

a welcome addition to the
house and will provide our
junior boarders with a great
space to work, rest and play.
'Hale2Home' was another
initiative in Brine House this
year where boys had several
Q&A sessions with key staff
and prefects, allowing parents
to be online to watch and
listen to the live interviews.

The Year 12s enjoyed their
final week of school with a
swim at City Beach followed
by fish and chips on the
foreshore on the Wednesday
evening. The weather was a
little cold but that didn't stop

about 15 boys from having

a swim! Later that evening
the boys organised their
own teams and played two
hours of floorball and indoor
soccer in the gym. This was
rewarded with a bus ride to
enjoy dessert later on. On the
Thursday evening our Year
12 boys enjoyed their final
boarding Chapel, which was
followed by the traditional
whole house farewell. The
Year 12s were given a very
warm welcome by all of the
boarding community when
they returned from Chapel.
Three Year 12 boys — Denver
Blake, Tim Stoate and Terrell
Cheedy — agreed to address
the house on behalf of their
fellow Year 12s. All boys
spoke very well and the
house was treated to a song
by Terrell with guitar in hand.
The Year 12s then adjourned
to the courtyard where, with
heaters on and a Swedish

torch burning, they reminisced

about their time at Hale from
Brine House through to this
year.

da VINCI DECATHLON

This year Hale School entered
Year 8, Year 9 and Year

10 teams in the Western
Australian da Vinci Decathlon
titles at Wesley College.

This is an all-day interschool
competition operated in

the spirit of the Olympic
Decathlon. On each day, teams
from Western Australian
schools compete in 10 events
of an academic nature. The
events included engineering,
art and poetry, science,
cartography, English, creative
producers, mathematics,
philosophy, general knowledge
and code breaking.

This year our Year 8 and Year 9
teams both won the state titles
and our Year 10 team finished
second! As winning schools,
our Year 8 and Year 9 teams
were invited to compete in the
National da Vinci Decathlon.
Over four days in June, the
top schools in the country
came together to compete in
a final decathlon, held at the
prestigious Knox Grammar
School in Sydney. This is the
fifth time that Hale School
teams have represented
Western Australia in eight
years with seven of our teams
having made the journey
across to Sydney in that time.
Hundreds of schools compete
in their state titles and only
the very best make it to the
nationals.

On the first night at Knox
Grammar, the competition
began. A new event, ideation,
was introduced at these
nationals to replace philosophy.
Ideation involves all of the
important skills of design
thinking. Design thinking is
now used by organisations
across the world to develop
new solutions to major
problems and issues. The
teams were given a real-world
problem and were required

to generate an innovative and
creative possible solution.

The competition was fierce
and our boys achieved podium
finishes in five events, which
was a fantastic result. The day
was capped off by a guest
speaker, Professor David
Reilly, who is an experimental
physicist working at the
interface of quantum science,
nanoscale condensed matter
systems and cryogenic
electronics and hardware at
Sydney University.

On Monday all teams were
bussed into Circular Quay to
compete in the ‘Race around
Sydney’. Teams were given
envelopes containing cryptic
questions that needed to be
answered as they made their
way around prominent Sydney
landmarks. Our boys did very
well with the Year 8 team
winning the Junior Race and
our Year 9 team winning the
Senior Race!

The team trained hard for both
the Western Australian and
National decathlons, giving

up many of their lunchtimes
during Terms 1 and 2 this year.

MATHEMATICS CLUBS
Over 30 boys from Years 7
to 10 participated in various
mathematical challenges
and activities this year. The
boys met after school on a
weekly basis with Years 7 and
8 meeting on Wednesdays
and Years 9 and 10 meeting
on Thursdays. They shared a
common desire to succeed
in solving interesting
mathematical problems.

Toward the end of Term 1,
Hale entered teams in the
Have Sum Fun competition
where teams of six competed
in a fast-paced quiz against
other schools. In a first for
Hale, the senior Have Sum
Fun competition was hosted at
our School. Hale can be very
proud of achieving second
place in each of the Junior,
Intermediate and Senior
categories.

In Term 2, 27 Hale students
took part in the Mathematics
Challenge for Young
Australians. Over a period of
three weeks, the students
had to work through a total of
six challenging problems and
submit their fully explained
solutions. Three boys achieved
a High Distinction: Yale Cheng
(Year 9) in the Intermediate
division and Michael Garas
(Year 8) and Jonathan Chen
(Year 7) in the Junior division.

The biggest event of the

year was the Australian
Mathematics Competition,
which returned some
outstanding individual results.
More than half of the Hale
students who entered

the competition earned a
Distinction or higher. This
included 42 High Distinctions
and five individual prize
winners: Mihailo Bozic (Year
11), Michael Hood (Year 11),
Vincent Abbott (Year 10),
Kevin Shah-Mansouri (Year
10) and George Hope (Year 9).
Congratulations to these boys
on their brilliant achievement.

Vincent Abbott (Year 10) is
to be congratulated on his
invitation by the Australian
Mathematics Olympiad
Committee (AMOC) to
participate in the AMOC
Senior Contest, a highly
selective competition within
Australia with a group of up
to 100 students invited to
enter. Eleven students were
also invited to take part in the
Intermediate Mathematics
Olympiad.

In Term 3, 20 Year 8 boys
joined a group from St Mary’s
Anglican Girls" School in the
annual maths camp at Ern
Halliday Recreation Camp.
The camp was a fantastic
opportunity for mathematically
talented people to share ideas
and experiences with other
like-minded students.

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This year, the Law Society's
Mock Trial competition
involved 130 teams from over
50 schools. Hale School fielded
six teams, maintaining the high
level of interest shown last
year.

While many newcomers hoped
they’'d be strutting around

the courtroom and convicting
murderers, the competition

is a more sedate affair with
the main aim being to operate
appropriately in a courtroom
in a range of different roles.
However, in the absence of
major crimes, we learnt that
even the simplest case can
turn into a tricky strategic

challenge where witness
statements need to be
scrutinised for inconsistencies
and evidence needs to be
shaped to address pertinent
elements of the law. This year
we prosecuted a gang of ‘Meat
is Murder’ demonstrators

who set fire to a burger

joint after burning a flag; we
defended the receiver of stolen
figurines who had no idea that
purchasing them on the cheap
from an unmarked warehouse
was suspicious; and we
prosecuted a driver who broke
a cyclist’s leg while driving on
the wrong side of the road — a
manoeuvre he had apparently
performed quite safely on

numerous occasions in the
past. WWe must thank criminal
lawyer Marc Saupin for his
help in analysing these cases
and explaining the intricacies
of courtroom practice.

Trials were held at the
Supreme Courts and it

was always exciting to see
whether teams would be

in the historical wood-lined,
red-carpeted courtrooms or
down in the bowels of the
building where the smaller
courtrooms feel a lot less
dramatic. Regardless, when
the judge sits before you
and starts grilling you on the
finer points of objections and



inadmissible evidence or you
start being cross examined by
a well-prepared opponent, it's
suddenly very real.

As usual, we farewell our
Year 12 players, many of
whom have participated in
the competition for three
years (often in combination
with debating, music and
sport commitments). Within
the group there are some
promising legal minds. It
remains to be seen whether
they go on to become Atticus
Finches, Denny Cranes or
Lionel Hutzes, but we wish
them all the best in their
endeavours and hope that one
day they reflect fondly on the
first trials that started them on
their journey.

As Mock Trial is the co-
curricular equivalent of a
drama-debating mash-up,

it's not surprising that it
attracts students who like

a bit of theatre combined

with an intellectually rigorous
competition. As always, it

has been a pleasure working
with such incisive and creative
minds. Many were awarded
Symbols for their continued
efforts over two seasons

and are congratulated. Thank
you to all mock triallers who
contributed to the competition
this year.

Through the
presentation of a prepared
speech and answering
impromptu questions,
students considered how
they might resolve authentic
issues such as equal access
to education, bullying on
social media and adequate
health services for all. Every
year, Hale School goes from
strength to strength in terms
of both our representation and
reputation in this competition.

Rotarians ask themselves four
key questions with regard to
members’ conduct: Is it the
truth?

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SERVICE LEARNING
VIETNAM - CAMBODIA
TOUR 2016

The 2016 Year 12 Service
Learning Tour with 16 boys
accompanied by Mr Dave
Reed, Ms Wendy Keene and
Mr David Alderson saw us
commence our journey in the
country of Vietnam and the
town of Hoi An. Arriving in
Danang early in the morning,
we had the opportunity to
explore Marble Mountain,
which no other Hale group
had ever done before. An
extensive cave system

used by the Vietcong during
the ‘American War" was
fascinating. Then it was on
to the Kianh Centre where
our real work began. Jackie
Wrafter, the inspirational
Founder and Director,
welcomed us and explained
the centre’s history and
purpose. Children with a
wide range of disabilities are
catered for and the ongoing
training of Vietnamese staff is
an integral part of the centre’s
success. The children are
there for each day and then
picked up and returned home
each evening. Hale is the
only school allowed to visit
the centre, for which we are
very grateful. It was quite

an initiation to the service
learning the boys were to
embark upon for two weeks.
Bubbles, balloons, loud music,
dancing and much merriment
followed. After two hours of
mayhem we left exhausted
but exhilarated at a job well
done and the prospect of so
much more to do.

Hoi An is a beautiful place
and very popular with tourists
but although we did have
some brief opportunities

to look at the sights, our
main objective was to help
residents who have not
benefitted quite so much from
the tourist boom. The sleepy
Red Cross aged care centre
was to be awakened with 16
enthusiastic Australian boys
singing and willing to share
each other’s culture. Hardly a
word of English was spoken
for two hours but faces were
always smiling.

Our next two visits were to
the Hoi An government-run
orphanage. This orphanage
caters for young children,
some of whom have
disabilities. Seeing two or
more severely disabled
children in primitive metal
beds was initially confronting
but with a little care and
attention the Hale boys were
soon able to provide a little

tenderness to each and

every child in the room. At
feeding time the boys were
able to help the staff do that
task a little more quickly and
compassionately than normal.
On our following visit we
were in the classroom where
we helped the enthusiastic
and caring teacher with a
wide variety of activities she
had planned. It was very
amusing to see a number of
Year 12 boys getting thrashed
in chess! We also visited

the adult shelter in Hoi An,

a confronting place with a
number of residents confined
to a series of ‘back rooms’,
some chained to their beds.
This initially appeared cruel
but considering the level of
dementia and dangers of
residents getting lost, perhaps
understandable. Hale funded a
mobile coffee cart to provide
refreshments to all the
residents and staff.

In our next destination of Ho
Chi Ming City, we were to
be with the Christina Noble
Children’s Foundation. We
had seen the amazing film
Noble at a fundraiser back

in Perth, so had a good idea
of what organisation this
amazing lady has created to
help the disadvantaged in
Vietnam. Our first day was
spent playing with children
from the Sunshine School

at an unbelievable indoor
play facility. Play activities
organised by us were
followed by pizza cooking. It
was little wonder that Hale
boys and children alike were
seen sleeping on the bus
home. A long drive the next
morning saw us arrive at the
Tay Ninh institution for the
blind. We were given a tour
of the place and marvelled
at the students’ ability in
braille and the handicrafts on
display. We also all enjoyed
a vigorous massage, which
in some cases involved the
blind masseurs walking on
our backs! Music is a big part
of the students’ lives here
and we were happy to join
in a concert of singing and
dancing. Our last CNCF visit
was to the Social and Medical
Centre, an amazing facility
catering to the health needs
of young children, many with
a disability. We were able to
help with the physiotherapy
programme and the play
therapy of the little children.

Our visits to the Cu Chi
tunnels and the War
Remnants museum helped
us put into context the war in
Vietnam and the devastating

effect of Agent Orange.

Cambodia was our next
destination, another country
recently devastated by war,
but this time a civil war. Visits
to the S21 museum and the
Killing Fields were a shock
but gave us a little more
understanding as to why there
is such a need for assistance
in Cambodia today. All our
activities in Cambodia were
facilitated by the remarkable
Mr Frank Surgener. A fellow
West Australian — although he
just cannot lose his Scottish
accent — he has established
one of the most authentically
effective NGOs in Cambodia
called RideAid. Unlike many
organisations, there are no
administration costs or fancy
cars. Frank is it and we were
once again lucky enough to
have him guide us. If he was
not talking to us as a group,
he was engaging small groups
or individuals in wide-ranging
discussions that always
indicated his passion to help
the needy and in particular
those with a disability in
Cambodia.

The Goutte d'Eau was the
first place we visited, an
orphanage for disabled
children, some of whom had
been rescued from human
trafficking. We played a
Cambodian version of Pinata,
where we attempted to
smash a pottery pot whilst
blindfolded. Success saw us
covered in talcum powder
and showered with lollies!
At the RideAid School,
sponsored by Hale, we were
greeted formally by all the
students lined up in their
school uniforms. The heat
and humidity saw us quickly
retreat to the classrooms after
some vigorous attempts to
teach AFL outside. ‘Heads
down, thumbs up’ was
popular, as was ‘hangman’.
The Hale versions of We will
rock you and What makes you
beautiful were surprisingly
well received!

Travelling by bus to Kampot,
we stopped at the Mango
Tree play project. We joined
the adults there helping
impoverished rural children
learn how to play. All the play
equipment we had gathered
with funding from Hale Junior
School was certainly put to
good use. Once in Kampot
we commenced the cultural
exchange with 16 university
students. Aspirational
Australians met with
likeminded Cambodians at the
lovely Les Manguiers lodge. It

took no time at all for us to be
friends and the kayaking and
cycling activities were enjoyed
by all. On to Siahnoukville
where the award-winning
M’Lop Tapang project was our
focus. Once again they beat
us in the traditional soccer
match but not without a
spirited contest. We saw how
slum children are educated
and given the opportunity to
break the cycle of poverty.

The trip ended with a quick
visit to Siem Reap and the
amazing temples there,
including Angkor Wat and
Angkor Thom.

The trip of a lifetime? Only
time will tell but the 2016
boys made the most of every
single minute and enhanced
the reputation of Hale boys
on the trip, being young men
who want to make a positive
difference to the world.

KIMBERLEY TOUR

During September, 18
students from Years 10 and
11 visited the East Kimberley
region of WA on a cross-
culture tour. Led by Mr Bean,
Mr Hunt and Mr Marshall,
the tour rekindled a cultural
exchange Hale initially shared
with the Warmun community
and the Kija Aboriginal

people of that region in the
late 1990s as a precursor

to the establishment of

our Indigenous Scholarship
programme, which began

in 1998. While Hale

has maintained a close
relationship with the Warmun
community, primarily through
our scholarship programme,
and has at least one former
student now sending his sons
to Hale, it was great to revive
the cross culture tradition.

The tour had three
components. First was

to experience service
learning by working in the
Ngalangangpum School in
Warmun Community. The
second purpose was to learn
about Kija Aboriginal culture
through spending time

with the Elders in remote
parts of Kija country, such
as Violet Valley station, and
by the camping out in the
Bungle Bungle Range with
Kija Rangers. Thirdly, the
Hale students had a taste
of Kimberley adventure

and also visited the major
developments in the region:
the Ord River Irrigation
Scheme and Argyle Diamond
Mine.

The first three days of our tour
were dedicated to helping
the teachers and students

in Ngalangangpum School

in the Warmun community.
Some Hale students were
assigned to working in the
Pre-Primary class, reading
with the pre-schoolers, while
others worked with Year 10
boys in the Trade Training
Centre and completed a metal
cover for a community ute.
After school the Hale boys
played basketball with the
local students, finding new
reserves of energy in the
40-degree heat. They were
impressed by the acrobatics
and skill level of their
Aboriginal team mates.

On the second day at
Ngalangangpum school, Hale
students helped run a sports
carnival for the whole school,
joined for the day by the 30
students from the nearby Frog
Hollow School. It was their first
sports carnival for two years.

Service Learning

The third day was similar

to the first but with added
festivities for the last day of
term. That night Hale was
invited by the local police at
Warmun to join in the Blue
Light Disco at the police
station. A Kimberley region
basketball competition, in
34-degree heat, capped

off the night. It was great
to see how close-knit and
interactive the whole Warmun
community was.

The involvement with
Ngalangangpum and Frog
Hollow schools gave the

Hale students a small insight
into the challenges that face
many students in indigenous
communities and they felt that
Hale School’s efforts, through
the scholarship programme
and the cross-culture visits, do
make a positive difference.

In learning about the culture
of the Kija Aboriginal people,
the Hale students were
very fortunate to spend two
days with Helen Pinday, the
Chairperson of the Warmun
Community Council, and
her mother, the artist Shirlie
Purdie. Together they ran a
cultural training course. Year
11 Wilson House student
Patrick Hedlam wrote of the
experience:

“We learned about Kija
contact with white settlers
and the violent conflict in

the early days. Helen talked
about skin names and kinship
system. We spent a day at
Violet Valley Station, now

in the hands of traditional
Indigenous owners, and had
a wonderful day in very tough
and remote country seeing
Kija rock art, finding bush
tucker such as ‘sugar bag’
honey from WA native bees,
bush banana, bush plums,
native tobacco and lemon
grass. Shirley could spot the
tell-tale signs of sugar bag

on the bloodwood trees from
a long way off and led us
straight to the beautiful rich
honey, filling a cup for us,
having used her axe to expose
the hollow trunk.

“We visited Norton Bore
outstation, a very small
community with a bore for
water and a few simple
shelters. Outstations
scattered around the vast area
where Kija traditionally lived
allowed particular families
to keep in touch with their
traditional part of Kija land.
This was Shirley's family
outstation; she showed us
a special site, the Kangaroo

Rock, used in hunting
kangaroo by attracting the
curious roos by the sound of
scraping small stones on the
rock. We also painted boab
nuts from the enormous old
boabs so common in the East
Kimberley.

“The deep connection with
the land that the Kija feel
impressed itself on us all

as we travelled around with
the traditional owners and
Elders. There are about 400
Kija living at Warmun, in the
heart of land which has been
traditionally Kija for tens of
thousands of years. The
southern boundary is the
Bungle Bungle Range now
included in the World Heritage
listed Purnululu National
Park. We camped here on
the block of land belonging
to the traditional owner of
the Bungles, Shirley Drill,
and were privileged to be
accompanied by three of the
Kija Rangers, young Kija men
and women who work for
the Kimberley Land Council
in conjunction with Parks and
Wildlife, managing the land.”

During our visit, the Kimberley
Land Council held its Annual
General Meeting in Warmun
so we were able to watch

the joomba, or dancing,

that took place at night

after the meetings. The
dances celebrated the many
different Indigenous cultural
groups from across the
Kimberley. One dance was the
Dreamtime (or creation story)
of the Kija women. It tells

the story of the barramundi,
escaping from hunters by
jumping over a mountain
range, losing scales on the
rocky ridges. The scales
explained the diamonds

found in that region and now
mined by Argyle Diamond
Mine, owned by Rio Tinto. We
visited the mine aware of the
destruction of the ridge, which
was part of the Dreamtime
story, but equally aware of
the great wealth that Argyle
had brought to the Kija people
since the 1980s. The mine
will close in 2020, ending the
main source of employment
in the region but presenting
more opportunities as the
Argyle accommodation and
infrastructure comes into local
indigenous ownership.

We visited the Warmun Art
Centre and saw Kija art, which
depicted so much of the
country we now knew well.
The land that each artist came
from, their family's songlines
were becoming clearer to us

as we looked at the paintings
and heard the explanation
from one of the senior artists.

We also travelled in 4WD
vehicles on some very rough
tracks well off the Great
Northern Highway to Texas
Downs Station and Winnepa
Springs, a crystal clean,
permanent fresh water pool,
and to the upper reaches of
the Ord River through Mabel
Downs Station, driving on
the stony river bed 150kms
upstream of Lake Argyle.
Permission to travel on
station land and on Aboriginal
community land was provided
by the Kija elders.

Finally after leaving Warmun,
the Hale students had a

last adventure driving to

El Questro Station, visiting
Zebedee Springs, walking
and swimming up El Questro
Gorge itself.

On the final day we were
given a tour of the Ord

River Irrigation Scheme
farmlands by Old Haleian
Christian Blocker and current
Hale parent David Menzel.
Their intensive melon, chick
pea, pumpkin and other
horticultural developments
are all possible because of the
damming of the Ord River in
1967. Finally, we visited the
new Chinese development,
Ord Stage 2, which stretches
out to the Northern Territory
border.

Following the success of
re-establishing the Kimberley
Tour this year, Hale plans to
run the tour annually.

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Outdoor Education is unique

in many ways as part of the
co-curricular programme at Hale
School. While it is a progressive
programme from Years 5 to 10,
in any one year the longest any
boy be will be away on camp

is 10 days; camp experiences
are standalone and can be
more than 12 months apart; the
feedback is rarely quantifiable;
the true value is often not
realised for some time to come,
and the experience for the
individual can be vastly different
from his peers both at the time
and on later reflection.

Somewhere in the beginning
of every cohort briefing, the
question is asked of the
students, “Why is Outdoor
Education part of compulsory
curriculum at Hale School?”
The response comes back in a
variety of interpretations, but it
is heartening to know that most
boys know the answer or at
least its essence.

As well as being culturally
integral to the Hale experience
for all students, Outdoor
Education addresses many
general capabilities of the
Australian Curriculum. It is

the quality of these learning
opportunities that are often
not available in a classroom
setting that sets our camp
programme apart from
mainstream curriculum. The
boys understand that while it
is not a holiday, it can indeed
be fun and memorable and
this is certainly the anecdotal
feedback for as far back as our
students have attended camps.

On the two occasions this
year when we were faced
with the possibility of having
to cancel camps, there was

an overwhelming response
from many boys and parents
to provide an alternative camp
opportunity rather than those
boys simply missing out. It
was equally important to the
School and staff to make every
attempt to deliver. Inside a very
busy calendar, it is difficult to
reschedule a camp, particularly
with bookings of venues and
contract staff, not to mention
the many knock-on effects to
other activities and events.

The catalyst for both of these
occasions was significant
forecast fire danger. The

first occurrence was on

Year 7 Camp in mid-March.

By following our fire risk
management plan, we pulled
the first of these camps and
relocated it to Term 2. As
misfortune would have it, there
was indeed a fire as forecast
and those schools that had not
implemented a pre-emptive
plan were soon in evacuation
mode. While Hale School had
rescheduled the camp to May,
some of our peers ran urban
contingency camps with camp-
outs on school grounds.

On the second occurrence

the Year 9 students were due
to be in Albany/Torbay in mid-
November. With DFES and
DPaW both issuing catastrophic
fire danger warnings at midday
on Friday, we prudently
cancelled the first camp within
just four hours of the coach
departure. It obviously had

many ramifications at such
short notice and while there
may not be a fire, we can be
certain that student safety will
not be compromised.

There was no more school
year left to reschedule, so for
the Year 9 students, it meant
that the full cohort would

go away in one week. Itis a
monumental undertaking to
design and implement such a
camp at short notice but these
boys had their adventure camp
experience.

The development of the

new base in Exmouth lingers
closer each year. A significant
amount of time was put

into the project planning this
year and at one stage it even
appeared that a start date
may occur in 2017. With the
technological developments
being used in Hale's current
education programmes for
boys, the project has the
potential to deliver a unique
and unparalleled cutting-edge
programme.

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Basketball is fast becoming
one of the high-profile
summer sports at Hale. One
only needs to spend some
time in the Hale gymnasium
on Saturday mornings to see
the interest and excitement in
1st V matches.

The 1st V had a very
impressive season under
second year coach Nik
Lackovic as they entered

the season as a team
deemed strong enough to
win the Blackwood Cup.
Unfortunately, teams can’t
afford to drop many, if

any, games in a six-game
competition and a loss to
Trinity College in round 2 after
leading by 10 points with

a minute to go seemed to
knock a little bit of confidence
out of the team but they won
their next two games to set
up a season-defining game
against Aquinas. Much like
the Trinity game, the team led
for the majority of the game
and looked as though they
would take the two points;
however, some long-range
shooting from Aquinas took
the game into overtime
where their momentum
carried them through for a
win against a disappointed
Hale team, which lost
another thriller to Wesley

the following week to finish
fourth overall.

Next season looks very
promising as a strong Year 9
group will push for some 1st
V positions, many of whom
have had a taste of 1stV
basketball already.

The 1st Xl cricket team
looked to be preparing well
for their Darlot campaign in
Term 4, winning the majority
of their matches and also the
PSA T20 competition, which
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is an annual competition
hosted by Hale as a one-

day event. The landscape
changed late in November
when Sean Henderson, who
has coached the Hale 1st XI
for 10 years, announced he
would be leaving Hale to take
up a teaching appointment

at his old school, Aquinas
College. Simon Bowman was
appointed as the 1st X|I Coach
for the 2016 Darlot campaign
and would combine this

with his role as Scarborough
Cricket Club’s Head Coach.

A successful tour of Sydney
saw the team narrowly lose
to The King's School and
comfortably defeat Barker
College and Knox College.
The Darlot Cup came down
to the final hour as Hale
pushed valiantly to accrue
enough bonus points to
overtake Aquinas College
who had the bye. A smart
declaration meant that Hale
needed five wickets in 20
overs but despite taking two
quick ones, the Christ Church
batsman locked down to keep
their wickets and hand the
Darlot Cup to Aquinas.
Cricket at Hale remains
hugely popular, particularly

in the open grades where
the 4th Xl| seem to carry as
much profile as any team
above them. If the internal
matches against the 3rds or
themselves were anything to
go by, they clearly enjoyed
every minute of their cricket
season this year!

Rowing at Hale continues
to enjoy a strong profile,
highlighted each year at the
Old Haleians’ Assembly in
the day prior to the Head of
the River. The 1st VIII led
the shed with distinction

all season, placing fourth

at the Head of the River
ahead of Aquinas College,
Scotch College and Wesley
College. In the Hamer Cup,
Hale finished fourth, narrowly
behind Christ Church, which
was only two points clear.
The Year 9 crews were
competitive all season and
will form promising crews
next year whilst the best
results were recorded in the
seniors with the 2nd VIII
(2nd), 3rd VIII (3rd) and 4th
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VIII (3rd) all finishing on the
podium. The introduction

of a second rowing camp in
December to Bunbury for the
seniors was a great success
and there is no doubt the
shed is determined to secure

a top three Hamer Cup
position in 2017.

The Hale swim team made

it four wins in a row as they
went back-to-back-to-back-
to-back having previously
won the PSA interschool
competition in 2013 in the
‘old pool” and in 2014 and
2015 in the first two years of
the new facility. There was
plenty of nervous energy

in the build up as we had

lost our most powerful age
group from last year and
Christ Church was rumoured
to have picked some very
strong Year 7 swimmers. Last
year's 372.5 point margin was
always going to be closer but
few would have predicted
that our swim team would
again finish well clear by
151.5 points. The inclusive
culture around the pool has
only been enhanced with

the new facility as all boys
are now able to swim all
year round, assuming they
are still playing a summer or
winter sport for the School.
Success breeds success and
boys from all year levels are
flocking to the pool to be part
of something special.

In tennis, the 1st VIII
prepared well through Term
4 and their tour of Melbourne
where they played some
competitive fixtures against
like Melbourne schools. They
also took in the amazing
atmosphere at the Australian
Open tournament, particularly
at Lleyton Hewitt's last
official match. They were
often well in the hunt at the
halfway point of their PSA
matches against stronger
opponents only to go down
fighting in the second phase
and ultimately finished fifth.
Tennis is one of the more
unique PSA sports where
schools can be dominant
through the lower grades but
not be able to convert that

at 1st team level. One only
needs to view the season

results for teams on the 1st
VIl pathway as the 2nds
were undefeated, the 10As,
9As and 8As lost only one
fixture and the 7As won more
games than they lost as well.

Many of the Hale volleyball
teams, particularly the
seniors, lost some tight
battles having won a set or
two or lost a few sets at the
death. Mr Byron Northmore
has done a wonderful job
rebuilding the 1sts and is
already on the hunt for new
recruits in other sports.

The tour of Melbourne in
December to the Australian
Volleyball Schools Cup
tournament was a huge
success as the team was
exposed to high levels of
volleyball while also enjoying
all the intangible benefits that
come with touring. At the
time of writing, it is expected
that the seniors will tour again
and will be joined by a junior
side (or two). The numbers
were up this season from
last season as the 3rds and
10Bs were standalone sides
and it is expected that the
recent informal relationship
with Balcatta Volleyball Club
will see more boys continue
with their volleyball in the off-
season as well as continuing
with it when they leave Hale.

Water polo at Hale enjoys
strong numbers across all
teams. On Fridays, we roll
out more teams than any
other school, highlighted by
the fact our 7-8-9Fs often
have to play an internal game.
The 1sts entered somewhat
of a rebuilding phase as the
core of last year’s winning
team moving on. As with
any young side, there were
flashes of brilliance, lapses
in concentration and some
frustrating times for all. That
said, there is no doubt that
the next few years will see
highly competitive sides in
the blue caps who are most
fortunate to play the majority
if not all their games at home
in our wonderful facility.

by Hale School allowed Scotch
College to pull away in the last
half winning the game 15 to 7.

With 45 boys choosing
badminton in Years 7, 8 and
9, there may well be a 3rds
or 4ths in the next few years.

On the
home front, it was great to
see many of the boys winning
the House Cross Country,
which hasn't always been the
case in previous years. There
is plenty of respect for the
cross country team at Hale
and this is due to the strong
contingent of Year 12 boys
who have left their mark in
2016.

Football at Hale continues
to be successful with the

1st XVIII winning the Alcock
Cup for the fifth time in eight
years — sharing it this season

with Scotch College. This
year saw the 1st XVIII play 29
players: 14 Year 12s, 13 Year
11s and two Year 10s — this is
the smallest number in many
years and demonstrated the
consistency within the group
from week to week. Certainly
the future of the 1st XVIII
looks very bright as indicated
by the performances of our
Year 9 teams. There is no
doubt the 2nd XVIII boys
contributed to the success of
our top team this year.

The 2nds hockey boys
enjoyed yet another
undefeated season. With

the addition of Year 10s into
senior teams this year, the
2nds hockey comp was
arguably the strongest it

has ever been. Our boys
certainly had to earn many of
their wins but their strength
and depth saw a number of
players promoted to the 1st
Xl for a game or two. For the
1sts, it was another fifth place
finish. A draw against second
placed Scotch, a loss after the
final siren to Christ Church
and a win in the final game

of the season against fourth
placed Wesley indicates the
boys had what it took to
match it with the better sides
in the competition. With three
Year 9 boys playing regularly
for the 1sts this year, the
future looks promising.

The 1st XV rugby managed to
jump above Trinity in the PSA

standings in the last round to
finish second. Although the
boys didn't bring home the
Brother Redmond this year,
the significance of winning
the trophy 13 years in a row
should not be understated
—this is a record that will
stand for some time and has
entrenched rugby as Hale's
most successful winter
code. Congratulations to the
2nds and 10s who also had
wonderful seasons.

Soccer remains the most
popular sport at Hale. The
depth in the seniors is
obvious as the 2nds only

lost one game, the 3rds
went through undefeated
and the 4ths only dropped
two matches.

The mood
on the buses departing the
Chapel at 8.30am was terrific.

The
2016 team happily continued
the 2015 legacy of Hale track
and field shirts and the boys
looked great warming up
together before the day’s
events.

And what a start to the day
we had! The first events on
the track were the under-13
1500m races and the hurdles,
where Jacob Hemley and
Walter James Seymore
claimed Division 1 wins
respectively. Walter James
then went from the hurdles
over the long jump where he
won the Division 1 by over
20cms. (By day’s end, Walter
James would accrue 77
individual points, the highest
point scorer in the under-13
in the PSA.) Seth Roberts
also announced himself for
Hale athletics by winning the
under-15 Division 1 hurdles.
Our stellar Year 9 Under-15
1500m runners really set the
standard early with Marcus

Jorgensen winning the Division
2 race by two seconds and

Zac Sanderson setting a new
PSA record of 4 mins 17.74
seconds. (Zac had, by the way,
broken the 1986 school 1500m
record the week before at

the Tri-Meet, running 4 mins
15.5 seconds.) Remarkable
performances indeed.

Later in the morning Joshua
Cohenca shone by winning
the Division 1 under-15 200m
and Joshua Farrow won the
under-15 shot put with a
powerful throw of 12.80m.
Year 11 student Jack Stanton
again performed well in the
Open Discus by winning
Division 1 and also in the Open

After losing seven regular

In measuring rugby success
at Hale School over the last 14
years or so, it has come down
to winning the Redmond Cup.
Does that define a successful
season? If we are honest
enough in our appraisal, we
would say yes, but that is to
very much oversimplify and
does not do justice to the
efforts of the 1st XV.

The 2016 team, led by Harry
Webster, lost two games out
of the 12 played, as we did

in 2015 and back in 2011,

yet in those years we were
champions. If we look at our
season, we can probably pick
four defensive lapses in the
first two matches, which were
crucial to shaping our destiny
this season. Sometimes the
margins between success and
failure are minuscule, but at
the end of the day, the table
doesn’t lie and we accept that
we probably didn’t deserve
top spot and had to be content
with second — for the first time
since 2002.
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This group of boys was keen
to do well and many spent
the summer in the gym,
playing touch on Wednesday
nights or conditioning/touch
each Sunday prior to the
season. As with all pre-
seasons, we had lots to do

to prepare for the Singapore/
Japanese tour, which was

an interesting experience
both on and off the field. We
came up against extremely
well drilled teams and learned
some good lessons on the
way. In particular, that of the
great work ethic and humility
displayed by the Japanese
players certainly struck a
chord with the group. With
the tour being cut short due to
earthquakes in the region, we
returned to a tough start to the
PSA season.

We took a while to get going.
Despite applying significant
pressure early on in games,
we did not transfer that to
points, particularly in the first
Scotch game in the rain where
we had lots of possession and

at times territory. However,
we were let down by some
sloppy finishing and some
poor reads in defence. Despite
sitting 0-2 after the first two
rounds, the team applied
themselves superbly thereafter
and played some exhilarating
rugby. We amassed some

big scores and were clinical

in our execution. The big
challenges of course lay in

the return Scotch and Trinity
games in which we needed to
set the record straight. In the
second Scotch game we were
brave, particularly in defence,
in an absorbing contest and
while both teams had their
chances, the draw did us more
damage than them in terms

of Redmond Cup

The side was well rounded

and whilst we did not have the
sheer blistering pace or bulk

of recent years we were still
most effective. The forwards
laid a good platform and we
had an outstanding set piece,
one of the best in recent years.
We also made improvement

at the breakdown. This ability
to win quick balls created lots
of space for our strike runners
and they did not disappoint,
scoring 544 points — the sixth
most points scored ever by any
1st XV in a PSA season.

The 2016 WA Schools Team
Racing Championship is a
prestigious event that attracts
competitors from many
different schools in Western
Australia. This year the event
was held at Point Walter, from
19 to 21 April.

Teams racing is a popular

form of racing in which two
teams of three boats sail
against each other. The placing
over the line of each team

is added up and the winner

is the team that carries the
lowest scores in total. Thus,

it becomes an intense game
of strategy, where placing and
outmanoeuvring opposing
boats is key. Tactics like holding
opponents in unfavourable
positions and blocking their
path are employed in order to
prevent them from finishing
well. The three boats on one
team are required to work

The day of the competition
arrived and the boys were
down at the foreshore early to
set up the marquee with Julie.
The atmosphere was very
festive with the other 18 teams
having their own tents set up
along the river. It was great
not only to see metro schools
but also regional schools from
Mandurah and Esperance
competing. The racing was
conducted in such a way that
all teams had a chance to
participate in multiple races,
with the top eight teams

after two days of competition
proceeding to the finals. The
finals were in a round robin
format where all teams battled
against each other for the final
ranking.

We raced well on the first two
days, competing against eight
teams in total. We managed
to secure five wins and three

losses. This put Hale into a
clear sixth position overall,
qualifying us for the final day
of racing. We were extremely
excited and had exceeded our
expectations, given that some
of the other schools who had
finished in the top eight last
year didn't make it.

The last day of racing was very
different to the other days with
stronger winds and choppy
conditions challenging the skills
of the sailors.
